Addition to Bela Brook Conservation Area

NEW BUSINESS:

Kuncanowet Natural Area
The Piscataquog Land Conservancy (PLC) has requested permission to erect a sign at the entrance to the area on Everett Dam Road.  After a brief discussion, Margaret Watkins moved that the Conservation Commission not accept the sign as indicated in the material sent to the Commission as it implies that the PLC owns the land.  The motion passed.  Margaret will contact the PLC. Ron and Darlene Jarvis will check the condition of the sign currently at the entrance.     

Chan subdivision on Gile Hill Road (scenic road)
Work has been completed on Gile Hill Road to bring it up to a Class 5 road while remaining a scenic, gravel road.   The Chan’s are coming before the Planning Board to have the road accepted so they may   proceed with the subdivision proposed many years ago.  Their subdivision proposal set aside several acres of open space behind their home.  Margaret Watkins suggested the Commission walk this area in the near future.
