OLD BUSINESS:

Kimball Pond Cleanup Day
Mel Gendron and Ron Jarvis volunteered to check the area where trash has been dumped in the past to determine how large a clean up effort needs to be organized this fall.  

Bog off of Kimball Pond Road

 Margaret Watkins volunteered to find out if the bog was selected for possible funding based on aerial photos or an actual visit.   Margaret suggested that the Town Forest Committee and the Conservation Commission should meet regarding the feasibility of pursuing a stabilization project funded with available grant money.  
NEW BUSINESS:

Easements related to NHDES Wetlands Bureau Permits
The Wetlands Bureau’s Karla McManus has sent the Town of Dunbarton a letter stating that it is responsible for monitoring parcels “in which the Town is the easement holder or the open space property owner to ensure that there is no breach of the conservation protections placed on each property”.  The letter states that the Town needs to monitor a 21.14 acre open space lot (Tucker Hill subdivision) and 3.29 acre lot which is under conservation easement (North Woods subdivision).     
Margaret Watkins searched out copies of the protective restrictions governing each of these tracts.  Several Commission members volunteered to locate and possibly photograph the Tucker Hill tract (morning of 8/16/2009).  Margaret Watkins offered to contact the original landowner of the North Woods property to ask if she would walk the easement with the Commission this fall.
