OLD BUSINESS:

Discussion of Kelsea Road site visit/wetlands impacts 

The landowner of the lots visited, Dave Nault, and an abutter, Mike Guiney, met with the Conservation Commission (CC).  Mr. Nault asked why the Commission failed to let him know that Mr. Guiney brought his concerns to the CC.  He also wondered why permission to walk his lots was not sought before June 14th.  Margaret Watkins apologized on behalf of the Commission regarding the board’s failure to obtain permission prior to that evening.   

A brief discussion followed where the Commission’s concerns were expressed regarding the 125 foot Wetlands Conservation District setback as it applies to lot B6-1-7.  Mr. Nault stated that his three lots of record met the setbacks the Zoning Board of Adjustment (ZBA) required when initially reviewed by that Board.  In response to questions regarding the wetlands which are currently not shown on any plan Mr. Nault stressed that a septic system design is required before he may receive a building permit.  This plan will show the wetlands delineated and setbacks.       
Mr. Nault went on to explain that a NH court has ruled that he can no longer use the old cart road to access the dwelling on lot B6-1-8.  Therefore, the CC will soon see a dredge and fill application for a wetlands crossing necessary in order to reestablish access to the existing home.  The access will run through lot B6-1-7.
