NEW BUSINESS:

Nault subdivision

Mike Guiney met with the Commission to voice his concerns regarding Dave Nault’s lots of record.  At Mr. Nault’s request, the Zoning Board of Adjustment (ZBA) recently reconfirmed the approval of lots B6-1-7 and B6-1-9.  Mr. Guiney stated that the wetlands on these lots should be shown on any plans presented for approval.  Members of the Commission discussed the setback requirements dictated by the Wetlands Conservation District.   These setbacks should be met as the wetlands on lots B6-1-7 and B6 -1-9 are in the Wetlands Conservation District.  Larry Cook will draft a letter to state the Commission’s concerns.  

 Piscataquog Land Conservancy (PLC) hosts meeting for local Conservation Commissions

Margaret Watkins represented the Commission at the May 12th meeting.  The PLC organized the meeting to determine how it might better help Commissions achieve their conservation and open space goals.  The PLC plans to host a second such meeting in the fall when municipal leaders will be asked to attend.
