MINUTES: October’s minutes were accepted

OLD BUSINESS:

Hill Planned Residential Development (PRD)
Easement to be held by the Conservation Commission (CC)
Larry Cook referred Tim Golde to the templates available through the Department of Environmental Services and provided him with a well written example.
Schumacher lot line adjustment (Little Lane)

Ron Jarvis called the Society for the Protection of NH Forests and spoke to George Frame.  Mr. Frame explained that the Society had reviewed the independent appraisal Ms. Schumacher had compiled.  The appraisal assessed the value of each of the two lots before and after the proposed lot line adjustment and established that there would be no change in the value of the land.  The Society agreed and is not contesting the adjustment. 
Foss property (Purgatory Pond area)

Jeff Foss has contacted Commission member, George Holt, to say he would prefer to sell his tract to the town even though he has a buyer who is interested in the lot.  Mr. Foss, aware of the purchase price the CC feels is fair, has offered to sell the bulk of the parcel for that price after a number of acres with road frontage have been subdivided off.  Members present felt this action would drastically change the appraised value of the rest of the parcel and no further negotiation with the landowner was discussed.
NEW BUSINESS:

Possible acquisition of land abutting a conservation area  
Brett St. Clair has spoken to Mr. Gelinas and determined that he would consider selling land abutting the Kuncanowet Town Forest and Conservation Area.  Members present unanimously agreed to hire Scot Heath to do a limited appraisal of the Gelinas tract.

Kimball Pond Conservation Area 

A Kimball Road resident has reported illegal ATV use on Whipple Road.  Dunbarton police have agreed to contact the party thought to be in violation. 
Possible wetland violations

A resident has voiced concerns regarding work done near the Wetlands Conservation District and at the end of Meadow Road.  Margaret Watkins volunteered to follow up on the complaint.
