Request to expand snowmobile trail

Brett St. Clair read portions of LCHIP’s Stewardship Plan for the area and the management plan drafted by the Commission in 2004. Brett St. Clair volunteered to notify the Bow Pioneers Snowmobile Club of the Commission’s decision.

Mel Gendron asked if a local resident could take any of the logs he could remove from the pond.  Since the logs pose a threat to the dam members present had no issue with their removal.

November’s Zoning Board (ZBA) meeting
Ron Jarvis reported that John Christie met with the ZBA to have the restrictions removed in order to make improvements to a small grandfathered structure on his Gorham Pond property.  No action was taken as the board requested more information and a better survey of the site.  The structure is located in the Wetlands Conservation District.
