OLD BUSINESS:

Adoption of the Standards and Practices of the Land Trust Alliance

After a brief discussion the following motion was made by Matt Lavey:  I move that the Conservation Commission formally adopt Standards 4, 6, 7, 8, and 9 of the Land Trust Alliance’s Standards and Practices revised in 2004 as they pertain to municipalities.  Brett St. Clair seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Hill Planned Residential Development (PRD)
Larry Cook will draft a letter and send it to Tim Golde to explain the Commission’s interest in holding an easement on only the largest of the three areas which the developer has offered to set aside.  

The Department of Environmental Services (DES) has yet to site check the tract.  The Whelan’s, whose land abuts the property slated for development, have sent a letter to DES expressing their concerns.     

Foss property (Purgatory Pond area)
Jeff Foss is currently offering to sell his tract to the Conservation Commission (CC) for $1.1 million after deciding against reserving some acreage along Montelona Road.  The asking price exceeds the appraised value obtained by the Commission and ended any discussion of the purchase at this time.  Brett St. Clair volunteered to contact another landowner who has a parcel that abuts a conservation area. 

NEW BUSINESS:

Schumacher lot line adjustment (Little Lane)
Larry Cook reported that the minutes of a recent Planning Board meeting indicated that the Society for the Protection of NH Forests (SPNHF) does not object to Ms. Schumacher obtaining an approval for a lot line adjustment.  Ron Jarvis volunteered to contact SPNHF. 
Kimball Pond Conservation Area

Violations/road condition
A brief discussion of the spring washouts and their affect on violations in the area followed. Larry Cook volunteered to contact Jeff Nelson to discuss the feasibility of electronic surveillance in the area.
