OLD BUSINESS:

Kimball Pond Dam

Ron Jarvis reported that he spoke with Jeff Crosby, Dunbarton’s road agent, regarding the logs in the spillway at the dam.  The number of logs can not only damage the dam but possibly block the culvert on Kimball Pond Road.  Jeff said he will check the site.

Monthly Conservation Commission (CC) hike

On October 10th over twenty people enjoyed a tour of Stonehurst Farm led by its owner, Jim Stone.  The hike took in the geographical center of New England which is located in one of Jim’s corn fields, several early foundations, and an old quarry from which many foundation stones were probably cut. 

Kuncanowet Natural Area

Ron Jarvis reported that on September 24, 2009 he cut down the small trees in the logging landing.   

Monitoring/North Woods easement 
On September 20th several members of the Commission met with Judy Keefe to walk the easement adjacent to her property.  No recent violations of the easement’s restrictions were observed.  Boundary lines do need to be flagged as it was difficult to locate a couple of the property lines.  Margaret Watkins volunteered to complete the easement monitoring report.  
NEW BUSINESS:

Kimball Pond Conservation Area (KPCA)
Discussion of the sled trail with Bow Pioneers Snowmobile Club members 

Peter Audet and Craig Ott met with the Commission to request permission to remove two trees.  The first one interferes with a replacement bridge which is wider than the original.  Removal of the second tree will allow for improved travel on an existing section of trail.  Commission members gave permission for both trees to be cut.  
 Craig Ott also asked if the Commission would consider allowing the Club to use an old existing trail loop on the east side of the pond.  A brief discussion followed.   Ron Jarvis expressed concerns over the increased width of the corridor and new ten foot wide bridges which will allow motor vehicles to travel the trail.  The problems which result from easy access were mentioned and Legache Hill Road used as an example.   Margaret Watkins stated that the easement on the property may be written to allow for continued use of the existing snowmobile corridor making use of the loop a moot point.  She will obtain a copy of the easement to review the stipulations in it. 

Trapping approval

Bill Miles, trapper, met with the Commission as he required written approval to trap in areas under the Commission’s jurisdiction.  Brett St. Clair signed the permission form.  Bill answered a number of questions and provided us with information regarding the fur industry.
