OLD BUSINESS:
Foss property (Purgatory Pond area)
After some discussion members present agreed to proceed as follows:

Margaret Watkins and George Holt will ask Jeff Foss to consider selling the parcel to the town for less than the appraised value.  Funding for this purchase would be from the Conservation Fund, future current use change tax, grants, and donations.    Any agreement between the landowner and the Conservation Commission (CC) will need to be contingent on a favorable vote at Town Meeting in March of 2007.  

Brett St. Clair will contact the municipal association to ask if future current use change tax can be applied to a bond payment approved by Town Meeting.
Hill PRD
George Holt sent a letter to Tim Golde confirming the Commission’s interest in holding the conservation easement on the property.   

Status of local projects/Wetlands Bureau updates

NH Traditional Homes/Poirier (Grapevine Road) – the discovery of an old sump led to a change in the location of a drain pipe, lessening the impact on the existing wetlands.  Removal of a beaver dam drastically lowered the water level in the area and this was brought to the attention of the Commission.  The CC was unaware of the dam’s existence but will try to note natural features like this in the future.
NEW BUSINESS:

Formal adoption of the Standards and Practices of the Land Trust Alliance 

In June of 2001, when the CC was awarded grant money to help secure the land at Kimball Pond, LCHIP required the Commission to adopt the Standards and Practices of the Land Trust Alliance.  The CC agreed to do so but a formal vote was not taken at that time.
Chair Larry Cook reviewed Standards 11 and 12.  Brett St. Clair moved that the Conservation Commission formally adopt to adhere to Standards 11 and 12 of the Land Trust Alliance’s Standards and Practices revised in 2004 as they pertain to municipalities.  The motion was seconded by Ron Jarvis and passed unanimously.

Members of the Commission will review the Standards 4,6,7,8, and 9 before our October meeting in preparation of a vote to accept them.
