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Our mission statement was developed at the first meeting in May of 2007 with Lindsay Herlihy as acting chair.  It is as follows:

We, the Energy Conservation Committee, were established by the Town of Dunbarton for the purpose of recommending actions to local citizens and decision makers that can be taken to save energy and reduce carbon emissions.  The work of the Committee will be focused on:

· Reducing the carbon emissions generated by the town’s building and vehicles.

· Educate the citizens of Dunbarton on ways to reduce their carbon emissions.

· Advise and encourage the Dunbarton town government to reduce their carbon imprint and keep conservation central to policies and decisions regarding town planning.

Our Values Statement states:  We believe there is a responsibility to preserve our environment and to address environmental issues regarding global warming and a potential global energy crisis.

As of December 2007 the following actions have been taken by this committee:

· A free energy audit has been arranged by Charlie Kothe from Atlantic Energy Solutions.  

· Guest speaker from the Sierra Club, Marie Bergen, was present at out first meeting to help jump start the committee

· Resources from the NH Carbon Coalition were gathered at a workshop presented by the coalition at the McLane Center in Concord.  Three committee members were in attendance-Katie McDonald, Lindsay and Stephanie Herlihy

· The Department of Environmental Services gave a presentation at the Dunbarton Library entitled: “Climate Change Impacts – What we can do to reduce climate change.”

· Gathered information from various environmental organizations and created an educational booth at the Dunbarton Old Home Days

· Designed a bulletin board in the Dunbarton Library with various handouts and information for the public to take

· Have acquired “no idling” signs for public display at various locations – transfer station and possibly the elementary school lower parking lot

· Information posted at the town gas station for public perusal while filling up.
