DUNBARTON HISTORICAL AWARENESS COMMITTEE

MINUTES OF MEETING HELD MONDAY, OCTOBER 25, 2010

AT THE DUNBARTON TOWN OFFICES

PRESENT:  Betty Ann Noyes, Tiffany Dunn, Bill and Rebecca Rolke.  Leanne McCormack from the Dunbarton Elementary School stopped by for a few minutes.

DHAC COLLABORATION WITH THE DUNBARTON ELEMENTARY SCHOOL:  Leanne has composed a Lesson Plan, which adheres to the educational requirements of the school.  Her efforts are to be applauded.  She has fashioned a comprehensive lesson plan to introduce more local history into the curriculum, as proposed by the DHAC.  

Where Settlers’ Feet Have Trod:  Leanne accepted from the DHAC seventeen copies of Bud Noyes’ book about Dunbarton history, for use by the students and teachers of the DES.  Bill had created a bookplate for each book, describing this event, and included a quote of Bud’s: “We share our knowledge”.  The bookplates were illustrated by Bud’s favorite logo for the DHAC of a manuscript, inkwell and quill pen.  Betty Ann seemed pleased when informed about the bookplates, and the fact that Bud’s book will now be used by the students and teachers of the DES.

Leanne spoke about the upcoming third-grade project, where in December, the schoolchildren research a building in Dunbarton Center, then re-create it in gingerbread.  There is a scheduled reception to admire the gingerbread houses, and there was discussion about a possible additional one, to be decided later.

HOMESCHOOLERS AND DUNBARTON HISTORY:  Tiffany talked about homeschool families in Dunbarton who have formed “clubs”, which focus on various subjects.  Tiffany did a club on Dunbarton history, on three Fridays.  Homeschoolers studied the library’s second-floor timeline of local history.  A scavenger hunt was held, challenging the children to locate certain items, such as the Robert Chase marble piece.  Tiffany has presented educational material to Leanne as part of the ongoing collaboration with the DES.

DUNBARTON PUBLIC LIBRARY:  Tiffany announced that the Town Hall/ Library is being considered for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places.

The concept picture of proposed changes to the Library will be on view at the Community Center on Election Day.  Tiffany will also have copies of Where Settlers’ Feet Have Trod for sale at her display table.  

COBBLER SHOP:  The Dunbarton Historical Society has responded to the letter from the DHAC regarding an update on the status of the DHS land where the shop will be re-located.  The questions with the abutters have been resolved, and the trees will be cut soon.
