CALEB STARK CEREMONY:  The fourth Monday in April will be celebrated annually in New Hampshire to honor the Stark family, by proclamation of the Governor.

The proceedings continued at noontime in Dunbarton Center near the Caleb Stark statue.  Home school children and their mothers were among the attendees.
