MINUTES OF MEETING

December 12, 2006 

Meeting called to order at 9:15am at the Dunbarton Fire Station

Motion to accept minutes of June 1, 2006 as written was made by Les Hammond and seconded by Jeff Crosby. Motion passed.

Follow up on old business: 

(
Clean up – basement Town Hall: The Town employees removed six to eight truckloads from the basement. Les Hammond reported that there is only four or five boxes left to go through and there would about one small pickup truck load left. After that Les suggested contacting the Lion’s club or the Boy Scouts to see if they wanted to get involved in a project to clean the basement thoroughly. Then Kyle Parker, maintenance, would be ready to put screens and a fan in the basement to keep the air circulating.

Highway Garage – Trespassing: Jeff Crosby reported that he spoke to the neighbors on Tucker Hill Road and everything seems to be fine now. The children were probably just curious and were checking out the garage area. Jeff stated that there was no need for a fence as he had created a berm on one side and it shields that side and makes it more difficult for anyone to go on the town property. On the other side, Mr. Statuto keeps watch on the grounds and he has a fence along his boundary as well. Jon Wiggin asked the Road Agent if sand would be provided in one area for residents to safety come and get sand for their driveways. The Road Agent said that this was done as well.

Police firing range: Jeff Crosby stated that he had met with Chris Connelly and Jeff Nelson at the Kimball Pond Pit and after examination of that are, it was agreed that this was not suitable location for a firing range. Jon Wiggin suggested that the committee table this issue, as the Police were unable to attend today.

Transfer Station – Forklift Repairs: Patrick Bowne reported that currently the department has been trying out different machines and would like to replace both forklifts this year. The town might be eligible to get grants for NRRA, Northeast Resource Recovery Association. He is currently making application and there might be some funds available. The exhaust fans in the building have been priced at $2000 for fans and installation. Looking to put this into the 2007 budget. Also, need to include repairs to the roof due to leaking.

Recent Claims:
It was reported that there is only one claim and it is current. The person will be returning to work possibly this week. The injury was reported as an injury to the knee while stepping down from the forklift at the transfer station.

Inspection of the Fire Station Building:
It was decided to conduct the inspection after the business part of the meeting.

New business:
Janice VandeBogart reported that the furnace in the town office building has had problems because of age. The Selectmen decided, based on information from the furnace repairman, to patch the furnace for now and plan on replacing the furnace in the spring. Also upon recommendation form the repairman, at least three Carbon Monoxide detectors will be purchased and put in the building as a safety precaution. It was noted that detectors should also be purchased for the Library and the Transfer Station office as well. Plug in detectors with battery back up will be purchased.

Fire Chief Jon Wiggin reported that all the fire extinguishers in the town buildings had recently been updated. Each building extinguisher has been tested and a few in the vehicles were also tested. He noted that extinguishers in the buildings would need to be done annually but the vehicle extinguishers did not need to be checked every year. He made the suggestion that an extinguisher should be purchased and placed in the new salt shed in case of a truck fire.

Fire Chief, Jon Wiggin, also stated that there has been an increase of fire fighters and police fatalities at accident scenes. This was due to inattentive drivers when coming upon an accident. He said his department has recently purchased safety vests and cones, which will be required to be used at every accident scene. Also he wanted to check into having better lighting on the vehicles, directional lights, and perhaps block-aides to keep the emergency personnel safe. 

Next Committee Meeting:
The Committee decided to have the next meeting of the Joint Loss Management Committee on Tuesday, June 12, 2007, at 9:00 am at the Police Station. An inspection of the Highway Garage will follow the business part of the meeting.

Janice VandeBogart made the motion to adjourn the business portion of the meeting to conduct an inspection of the Fire station. Motion was seconded by Les Hammond and all were in favor.

Adjourned at 9:50am.

Inspection: It was noted that batteries for the emergency lights were on order and would be replaced shortly. The door leading from the Fire Station to the Police Station was un-useable. The Town Administrator agreed to contact the maintenance person to fix the door. Also, there was a gap under the side doors (2) where cold air comes in and this would be taken care of as well. The ceiling has water damage. Roof repair companies will be contacted for the fire station and the transfer station roof problems. The Chief also noted that the outside light on the east side of the building does not work. This makes it hard for people to enter the building at night by way of that door. An electrician will be called to see what the problem is.
