MINUTES OF MEETING

June 22, 2010

Meeting called to order at 10:00am at the Dunbarton Library Department

The Committee reviewed the March meeting minutes.  Attached to these minutes are the Safety Complex inspection notes from March.  The Committee noted which items Kyle Parker, Building Inspector had already addressed.  All outstanding items were discussed and a couple of items (i.e. snow rails and repair to the Fire Department’s bay doors where the steel plates are lifting) will need an outside vendor to perform the repairs required.  The Road Agent/Highway Department will put a parking lot barrier between the School and the Fire Department.  The Committee will ask Christopher Connelly, Chief of Police to write a reminder letter to the Dunbarton Elementary School’s Principal requesting that no student drop-off occur at the Safety Complex’s parking area.

Motion to accept minutes of March 23, 2010 was made by Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief and seconded by Linda Peters, Town Clerk.  Motion passed.

Follow up on old business: 

The Committee reviewed the list of “follow-up” items discussed at the March 23, 2010 meeting and noted that only two items needed addressing.  1.) Town Office walkways needed fill and leveling.  This will be taken care of by the Road Agent/Highway Department; and 2.)  Top of the septic pipe needs a cement box installed.  This will be taken care of by Kyle Parker.

Recent Claims:
Committee Chairman, Patrick (Woody) Bowne researched claims filed from March 2010 to date and there was one (1) claim: 1- laceration to the forearm that required no stitches.  Safeguards were in place and there was no loss of work.

Discussion of blood borne pathogens and other contagious materials:
Barbara McCann stated she had an email from the Local Government Center outlining many training classes that are not only available but also recommended to the Joint Loss Management Committee.  She will forward the list to the Committee members after this meeting for review.  One of the training classes is Blood borne Pathogens and Communicable Diseases and according to the information she has it covers: cleanup protocol, exposure, protective personal equipment etc.  These classes are free to the Town and she was wondered if this type of training would be helpful.  The Committee agreed that this would be a valuable training session.  Christopher Connelly who could not attend today provided information regarding a clean up kit that is available for just such an accident.  They can be purchased for $178.29 for 12 kits per case.  It is a self-contained kit that is specifically designed for cleanup of bodily fluids.  He would recommend that each facility have 2 kits, plus unscented bleach, rags and a box of gloves.  The Committee discussed purchasing unscented bleach, gloves etc.  Jon Wiggin agreed that would a good to have these supplies at each facility.  

Discussion regarding First Aid Kits and Eye Wash Stations:
The Committee reviewed the inventory in the Town facilities first aid kits.  It will be necessary to restock almost all of the first aid kits with the exception of the Fire Station.  The Committee will look into an economical way to purchase the necessary supplies.

Patrick Bowne stated that the eye wash stations need to have their fluid changed every 3-6 months according to the manufacturer’s recommendations.  We can purchase a preservative mix to add to tap water to keep the fluid clear of contaminants.  Linda Peters stated that distilled water maybe an option.  Also discussed were locations for the eye wash stations in the different Town facilities.  It was noted that they should be easily accessible but protected from freezing conditions.  Several options were discussed in regards to the placement of these stations.  Alan Sheldon, Highway Department stated extra brackets might be necessary to have a winter and summer location at some facilities.  

New business:
Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief recently discussed the purchase of AED’s at the Board of Selectmen’s meeting.  The Board of Selectmen agreed that the purchase of AED’s for the Town Office and Public Library were needed.  Unfortunately, there is no grant money available for the purchase.  Jon Wiggin stated he did find that these defibrillators could be purchased through the State contract at a bid cost of $750.00.  The total cost for two units would be approximately $1,500.  Patrick Bowne inquired if there would be training available for the use of this equipment and CPR.  Jon Wiggin stated it would be good idea to have training although the AED’s are user friendly.  At this point, we await the Board of Selectmen’s decision on the funding for these devices.

Next Committee Meeting:

The Committee decided to have the next meeting of the Joint Loss Management Committee on Wednesday, September 22, 2010, at 9:00 a.m. at the Dunbarton Transfer Station with inspection of that facility to follow.

Committee Chairman, Patrick Bowne asked if there was any further business.  Since there was none the Committee was ready to perform the inspection of the building.  Alan Sheldon made the motion to adjourn, Kyle Parker seconded motion and all were in favor.

Adjourned business meeting at 10:40 a.m.

Inspection of the Dunbarton Public Library:  
The following items were noted during the inspection of the Dunbarton Public Library. 

· 1st Floor Reading Room emergency lights do not work – new battery needed.

· Several lights burned out in cellar stairway and cellar.

· Exposed outlet needs cover near ductwork.

· Outlet near fan and water heater - cover needed.

· Thermostat cover missing near water heater.

· Light fixture missing bulb in back closet below stairs.

· Instant hot water heater mounting stand is unstable –needs securing.

· Upstairs marking sticker missing and mounting bracket for fire extinguisher.

· Upstairs landing light switch cover needed.

· Main Floor –two emergency lights do not work  - new batteries needed.

· Cord clean up and securing needed in librarian’s office.

· Outside ramp needs protruding nails secured or removed.

· Soffet missing several screens.

· Veranda cement has several large cracks and chips from stairs – needs to be filled.

· Snow Fence needs to be removed and stored in basement.

· Side of Library facing Town Office has several holes in ground that need fill.

These items were noted and will be discussed at our September 22, 2010 meeting.
