There were several members of the public in attendance.

The initial part of the meeting involved a discussion of the goals and expectations of the committee.  We are to investigate the pros and cons of single stream recycling and the advantages and disadvantages as they apply to the taxpayers of Dunbarton.  The information gathered by the committee is to be available prior to the March 2010 Town Meeting.

This initial meeting was an organizational meeting to select a committee chairman and establish future meeting dates and times.  Peter Hecker will be the committee chairman and Mark Kilmister will be the vice-chairman.  The committee will meet the fourth Wednesday of each month at 7:00 P.M. at the Dunbarton Town Offices.  There is a possibility that field trips to recycling sites may not conform to our normal meeting schedule, but they will be posted.

The remainder of this first meeting involved discussion with all present over what we know and what we don’t know regarding single stream recycling.  It was obvious that a great deal of information we as individuals have gleaned about the recycling process is second hand or hearsay.  For example: There are internet sites, newspaper articles, word of mouth statements, and communities in favor of and strongly opposed to single stream recycling.  To avoid the risk of relying on questionable data it was decided our next couple of meetings will include presentations from agencies proposing single stream recycling in Concord, Manchester, and possibly Portland.  Woody Bowne will make the contacts and advise the chair of the availability of the requested speakers.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:30 P.M.
