Dunbarton Single Stream Recycling Committee Meeting #3     June 24, 2009

Chairman Peter Hecker called the meeting to order at 7:00.  In attendance were committee members Ralph Fellbaum, Jim Cotter, Patrick Bowne, Dan Van Kalken, Mark Kilmister as Secretary and Ronald Wanner as Selectman Rep. on the Committee. Four members of the Public were present.

Minutes of May, 27 2009 meeting were accepted. Secretary Mark Kilmister was unaware that Meeting Minutes must be posted in town five days after each meeting. He will be sure to forward minutes to Selectman Rep. Ron Wanner for proper posting.

Chairman thought that an examination of current and recent past hauling tonnage numbers might not yield information helpful to mission of the committee at this point. Instead we will look at our current Transfer Station operations and personnel.

Committee Members will observe our operations during visits to the Transfer Station during its operational hours. We will also perhaps visit the Goffstown single stream operation.

Our current operation employs one full time and several part time employees.  Personnel are required to run the trash compacter, collect fees, sort and compact recyclables. Time is also needed to manage the operation, market and transport recyclables/trash. Chairman Hecker will collect current budget/cost information from the town records and present it at our next meeting.

Committee and Public members then talked about the potential savings to the town by switching to single stream.  Savings in the budget might include reduced man- hours and costs associated with bailing- handling- trucking recyclables. We currently operate two bailing machines and rent trailers to transport recyclables that may not be needed in a change to single stream. Overall trucking costs may increase but could be offset by the operation of a second compacter for recyclable materials. An open top container holds around 3.5 tons compared to a compacted container that might hold ?????? tons.

The assembly also will look into the possibility of three-phase power being extended to the transfer station.

The Committee will meet again at the Town Offices on July 22nd at 7:00 pm. We will look at our current operations/ budget and the possible savings by switching to single stream recycling.

Meeting adjourned at 8:55 pm.
