All Committee Members present except Dan Van Kalken who intends to resign. Three members of the public were present.

Committee member Patrick Bowne reported his understanding of the Coop’s plans/progress in constructing a new MRF.  He and a member of the public have recently attended a meeting of the Coop.  The Committee and public exchanged thoughts relating to newspaper articles, Coop meetings and the Coop voting members apparent positions on the MRF project. The city of Concord has conditionally agreed to send its recycling to the Coop. The Coop needs more tonnage committed in order to move ahead under current construction plans. It appears that the Coop could be seeking to offer lower maximum “tipping” fees and offer contract lengths shorter than lifetime (of the MRF) in an effort to attract the remaining tonnage needed to move ahead.  The Coop may also develop a new financing plan to aid in moving the project forward. A small number of Coop member towns are against the project because of the impact on the town budget and the possibility of changing tonnage commitment  numbers after adopting single stream. Most of the Coop’s members appear in favor of the project.


The Committee then looked over the Expenses & Encumberance  reports from January2007 thru present with the intent of looking for savings possible with single stream. Upon review and debate it appears that a 10%-15% reduction in personal costs may be possible (one part time position).  Most other figures are not affected and/or are small. The valve of the recyclable materials we currently market is not expected to have any advantage over the value through the Coop as both are tied to the economy.


Selectman Rep. Wanner asked each committee member to visit and observe   current operations at the Transfer Station during normal operating hours with an eye towards how and where we might organize the current building/facility to accommodate a change to single stream.
