                        Dumbarton Single Stream Recycling Committee Meeting

Committee members present were – Chairman Peter Hecker, Selectmen Rep. Ron Wanner, Ralph Fellbaum, Patrick Bowne along with members of the public Lori Davis, Chuck Williamson, Jim Edwards and Phil Kimball.

The meeting began with a review of the past activities of the Committee, and a discussion of the trash co-op’s financial policies and how the economy and the potential single stream facility will affect the trash disposal costs this coming year.
A draft copy of the committee progress report that will be included in this year’s Town Report was reviewed by all present and final changes were made.

Ralph discussed his inquiries into the potential income that could be derived from the sale of the Town’s balers which would become surplus if the Town were to adopt single stream.  He also informed us of his pricing requests for a new compactor and container for use with single stream.  More information on these items will be available at the next meeting.
A general discussion was held about the trip to Bristol and what we all observed and learned.  Specific discussions included the processing of cardboard, oil and florescent light bulbs.  Plans were tentatively made for a trip to the Franklin recycling facility before our next meeting.

The Recycling Information board that was displayed outside of the polls on Election Day was very well received.  Many people stopped to examine it, and many positive comments were made.  We will plan on using the same display at Town Meeting in March.  Our thanks to Jim for his excellent work on this project.
