                        Dumbarton Single Stream Recycling Committee Meeting 
Transfer Station – September 22nd 2010, 7:00 pm

Committee members present were – Chairman Peter Hecker, Secretary Mark Kilmister, Selectmen Rep. Ron Wanner, Ralph Fellbaum, Jim Cotter, Patrick Bowne along with faithful attending members of the public Lori Davis and Chuck Williamson.

The Committee was presented with a letter of resignation by Secretary Mark Kilmister. He has accepted greater responsibilities in several fraternal organizations. His letter will be forwarded to the Selectmen. * copy included.

There is no new/important action by the CoOp to report. They are going ahead with plans to start construction.

Chairman Hecker has developed a list of towns that are currently using Single Stream. Bristol NH seems to have an operation going now that is similar to what we are talking about.  Residents drop off recyclable items that are compacted (4.5 – 5 tons per container) in one area and regular trash in another. The town of Franklin purchased some used equipment for their Single Stream operation that greatly reduced start –up costs.  One next step may be to visit these towns during operation and gather ideas.

Selectman Rep. Ron Wanner will soon be undergoing knee surgery and may miss our next meeting.

Jim Cotter created an excellent peg - board display that could be used to educate the public on what items may be currently recycled. This could be used at the Transfer station, Voting, Town Offices or the School. An educational Quiz may also be developed to go along with the display. The need to educate the public about recycling is important for our current operation as well as a change to Single Stream.

Committee Members and the Public then toured the Transfer Station talking about options for setting up Single Stream. It seems that putting a container on the ground in the first loading dock area may be a good option. We could use our current drop off windows but might need a conveyer to move the material into a hopper for compacting. Traffic patterns remain a concern.

Next meeting is October 27th, 7:00 at town offices.
