Minutes of Meeting

Wednesday March 24, 2010

Meeting called to order 7:00 P.M.

In attendance: Ralph Fellbaum, Jim Cotter, Peter Hecker, Patrick "Woody" Bowne, and Ron Wanner

Absent: Dan Van Kalken and Mark Kilmister

There were two members of the public in attendance, Chuck Williamson and Lori Davis

The initial part of the meeting involved a discussion of the withdrawal of Webster and Hopkinton from the Coop. There were brief discussions of the impact of the communities leaving, the financial payment from the Coop, and the impact on the finances of the communities as they continue into the future transporting trash and recyclables. We were advised by a member of the public, who had contact with the Coop within the previous 24 hours that the Coop now had the necessary tonnage to proceed with the single stream program. The Coop did not want to discuss single stream issues at their last meeting and concentrated on the issues relating to the communities leaving the Coop. It is anticipated that the next meeting of the Coop will begin the single stream process, especially recycle charges, and the finance arrangements which are still up for discussion and board agreement. Woody will try to get the NRRA numbers for our next meeting. If single stream goes forward the possible start up time is March 2011 at the earliest and possibly mid year. The information gathered by the committee is to be available prior to the March 2011 Town Meeting if the Coop single stream program is progressing.

Ralph and Jim will continued looking at the Transfer Station operations for possible improvements, efficiency changes, and changes that might be required if we proceed with single stream operations. Woody will provide recycle numbers and individual item numbers for discussion. Peter led a discussion about getting the dollar information from Line in a format that he, Peter, could use for evaluation and comparison.

A discussion ensued about equipment, containers, and packers and how they relate to single stream operations. There was also a discussion about the current recycling market trends.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 7:45 P.M.
