                                Dunbarton Single Stream Recycling Committee 

Meeting #2    May, 27 2009   Called to Order at 7:00pm

All committee members were present as well as seven members of the public.

Committee member Mark Kilmister agreed to serve as secretary for Committee meetings.

The meeting began with the introduction of James Presher, Director at the Concord Regional Solid Waste/Resource Recovery Cooperative. He along with Liz Bedard
were in attendance to present a program on the Cooperatives plans to open a new single stream recycling center in Concord NH in the Spring of 2010.

Members of the Committee and Public listened to a 20 min. presentation on all aspects of the planned project and then were able to ask questions.  (an outline of the power point program is included in this report) A brief summery of answers to questions is as follows.

· A proposed similar MRF (material recycling facility) in Manchester, NH appears to be a non- starter. The Co-op’s project is planned and approved for construction.

· Dunbarton is a primary member of the Co-op and as such, enjoys flexibility in deadlines for entering into the single stream program. 
· Most towns see an increase in recycling of around 30% when adopting single stream.
· Materials may be delivered compacted or in open top containers. Open top containers hold around 3.5 tons.

· The scrap metal and construction debris collection is still the towns responsibility.

· All recyclable materials must be sent to the Co-op. Town employees must work to keep non-recyclable items out of the stream. Bagged material is allowed but loose is preferred.
More detailed information is available at the Co-op’s web site   crswrrc.org.

The Committee will try to create a recommendation by Aug/Sept and present it at town Meeting.

At the next Committee meeting we will look at numbers relating to our current tonnage and hauling costs as well as possible changes in our current transfer station operations in the event of a change to single stream.
