Present were – Peter Hecker, Ron Wanner,  Jim Cotter,  Patrick Bowne and Mark Kilmister.  Also present were two members of the public – Lori Davis and Chuck Williamson.

Minutes of April Meeting accepted.

Chairman Hecker has attended two meetings of the COOP committee charged with getting the Single Stream project going. This group seems committed to getting construction started soon. They have addressed concerns from towns in the COOP but not yet committed to Single Stream and further defined the payments that a City or town would receive depending on it’s relationship to the COOP. The Current payment for COOP members is $40 per ton. This rate would be set annually and adjusted quarterly. The COOP joint board has yet to adopt these plans but will be taking the matter up at it’s June 8 meeting.

It is suggested that our committee look at the “start up costs”  of a change to single stream in Dunbarton. We will need to look at the actual costs of machines and changes to the building and grounds.

Jim Cotter visited the Transfer Station and determined that increased Education of the Public and a third baler would increase/improve current operations.

Chairman Hecker asked Jim Cotter to help develop a layout/plan for a Single Stream Operation at/in our current Transfer Station.
