Dunbarton Single Stream Recycling Committee Meeting, October 28th, 2009
Chairman Peter Heckman called the meeting to Order at 7:00pm with the following committee members present- Ron Wanner, Patrick Bowne, Jim Cotter, Ralph Fellbaum and Mark Kilmister. Three members of the public were present.
Minutes of September meeting accepted with the following correction- This Committee determined that compacting recyclables would be the least cost option in a change to Single Stream. (as compared to an open top container)
A review of the Concord Monitor indicates the City of Concord has seen a large increase in recycling tonnage as a result of the pay as you throw away plan adopted a few months ago. Overall tonnage is also down so the question remains where has the missing trash gone? Concords commitment to the Coop remains the same. That is to say, conditional on other cities and towns meeting the required tonnage to move the project forward.
The Dunbarton Selectmen are in favor of the towns Coop representatives voting to build the Single Stream facility but remain uncommitted to the town changing to Single Stream. Any changes to the town trash handling operations that impact (increase) the budget would go before the voters at town meeting.

Chairman Hecker presented updated Revenue data from our current transfer station operations. Upon review the Committee determined that these numbers require further refinement to be considered helpful. Chairman Hecker continues to work between meetings gathering better information.

Committee member Ralph Fellbaum reported that a formal request from the Selectmen to review and recommend changes to our current Transfer station operations might be the correct way to address this issue. Such a review may be beyond the authority and intent of the Single Stream Committee.

Due to the upcoming Holiday season the next committee meeting is to be determined. (December 2nd is a possible date.) It was also commented that ever changing factors in the Coop’s plans and timetable may mean that this committee may not be able to make a concrete recommendation to the town in March. This committee will continue to meet as needed to review the latest information available. 

A member of the public will talk with Coop Director Jim Presher about putting together an informational flyer for the townspeople. Perhaps it could be handed out at town meeting.
