Dunbarton Police Report a Busy Weekend

During the early morning hours of Saturday June 2, 2007, Dunbarton Police responded to a reported sexual assault. At approximately 12:53 A.M. officers responded to a residence in Dunbarton for the reported assault. 

Through their investigation officers determined that the alleged sexual assault had taken place at another home in Dunbarton. The victim was treated at an area hospital. The victim knew the alleged assailant and the police do not feel that there is a danger to the community. The investigation into the alleged sexual assault is continuing.

On Saturday police also received reports of an early morning domestic disturbance on Montalona Road as well as a single vehicle crash of a vehicle into a tree on Gorham Pond Road. Later that evening police responded to a family disturbance on Grapevine Road. Those investigations have concluded and no charges are anticipated.

On Sunday morning at approximately 6:01 A.M. police responded to a call of an unwanted subject at a residence on North Woods Road.  Later in the afternoon police handled a stolen OHRV complaint on Clinton Street as well. 

At approximately 7:44 P.M. Dunbarton officers responded to a Robert Rogers Road home for a report of a Domestic Violence Restraining Order violation. Investigation into the alleged violation is ongoing.
