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Dunbarton Elementary School Honors Graduates of D.A.R.E. Program

On June 6, 2008 Dunbarton Police Officer Jacqueline Pelletier handed out certificates of completion and awards to sixth grade students that had completed the D.A.R.E. (Drug Abuse Resistance Education) program at the Dunbarton Elementary School. 

Thirty-two sixth grade students completed the ten-week program and took the D.A.R.E. pledge to stay off of drugs. Officer Pelletier completed the extensive D.A.R.E. Instructor School Training in 2007 and this is her first graduating class of D.A.R.E. students.

The D.A.R.E. program was founded in 1983 and is currently taught in more than 300,000 classrooms in all fifty states and in fifty-three countries around the world. The curriculum consists of ten officer led classroom sessions focusing on skills needed to help students avoid drugs, alcohol and violence. The classes utilize extensive role-playing exercises designed to assist the students in developing practical ways to resist the pressure to experiment with drugs and alcohol and gangs.
