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Tractor-trailer crash with pedestrian claims the life of local Dunbarton woman.

On April 27, 2009 at approximately 10:13 AM the Dunbarton Police Department responded to the area of 324 Stark Highway North for a report of a pedestrian that had been struck by a tractor-trailer. When police arrived they found that a female pedestrian had been struck by a tractor-trailer while crossing the roadway. 

Preliminary crash investigation indicates that the tractor-trailer was travelling southbound on Stark Highway North when the pedestrian entered the roadway in what appears to have been an attempt to cross the roadway. The tractor-trailer operator applied his brakes but was not able to stop in time to avoid striking the pedestrian. 

The tractor-trailer was being operated by Michael Dempsey age 46 of Loudon, NH. The pedestrian is identified as Jacqueline Belanger age 72 of Dunbarton. Belanger was transported to the hospital where she died of her injuries a short time after arrival. 

Alcohol and speed do not appear to be factors in the crash. The Dunbarton Police Department is handling the investigation. Trooper Nicole Armaganian from NH State Police Troop G is assisting with the motor carrier aspect of the investigation. At this point in the investigation no charges are pending against the operator.
