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Dunbarton Police enhance their ability to search for missing children

The Dunbarton Police Department has formalized an agreement with the A Child is Missing Alert Program. The program uses technology already in place to search locally for missing children, missing elderly (often with Alzheimer’s) and missing persons who may be mentally or physically challenged or disabled. 

Effective January 29, 2009, upon receipt of a missing person report, the Dunbarton Police Department will be able to make a telephone call to the national headquarters of the A Child is Missing Alert Program to activate the local search process. The program technicians can then potentially launch thousands of telephone calls within minutes with an alert message detailing the missing person’s description, last known whereabouts, and other pertinent information. This alert message will include a Dunbarton Police Department contact telephone number for use by anyone with information relating to the missing person.

Telephone numbers that are called by this program include listed numbers in the selected area, but do not include cellular telephone numbers, unlisted numbers, or TDD/TTY devices. These numbers can be added to ensure that they are called in the event of an alert. This information will only be used for emergency message alerts.
