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DUNBARTON POLICE URGE SAFE DRIVING AS SCHOOL OPENS

The Dunbarton Police Department wants to remind motorists that the opening school day for Dunbarton students is September 2. Officers plan on a high visibility presence in the area of the Dunbarton Elementary School as classes get underway.

Officers will be working with school officials to remind parents to exercise extreme caution when dropping off and picking up students at the school. The parking lot can become very congested during these periods and drivers need to be cognizant of vehicles backing and turning as well as pedestrian traffic in the lot. 

Motorists are also reminded of school zone speed limits. In a posted school zone, the speed limit is 10 miles per hour below the usual posted limit from 45 minutes prior to each school opening until each school opening and from each school closing until 45 minutes after each school closing.

Drivers are also reminded that upon meeting or overtaking a school bus which has stopped for the purpose of receiving or discharging school children that they are required to stop their vehicle at least 25 feet prior to reaching the school bus. The motorist shall not proceed until the bus resumes motion, or until the flashing red lights cease to operate.

Officers ask that motorists be extra vigilant to assure that the school year gets off to a safe, fun start.
