Dunbarton Police Make Arrest in Residential Burglary Case

After a lengthy investigation by Dunbarton Police into a burglary at a home on Jewett Road

Victoria Voydatch age 29

was charged with the October 5th burglary in which numerous firearms, cash and collectibles were stolen. Based on information learned through they’re investigation and information received in conjunction with Voydatch’s arrest in Concord on November 8th Dunbarton Police obtained an arrest warrant for Voydatch out of the Concord District Court. 

Voydatch was arraigned on the charge at the Concord District Court today. She is being held at the Merrimack County House of Correction on $5000.00 cash bail. Voydatch is also being held on charges stemming from incidents in Concord and Weare.

Dunbarton Police are still investigating a number of other burglaries that have taken place in Dunbarton and they continue to probe whether the burglaries are connected.
