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Dunbarton Police Investigate Two Residential Burglaries

Dunbarton police responded to two separate residential burglary reports on different ends of town this morning. At approximately 8:00 AM police responded to a Jewett Road residence for a report of a burglary. A number of firearms, change and currency were stolen during this burglary. Entry was forced into the home through a second story window. It appears that this burglary took place sometime during the late afternoon or early evening hours last evening while the homeowners were away from the residence. 

While officers were processing the Jewett Road burglary scene they received another report of a burglary at a home on Long Pond Road. This home had been recently vacated after an eviction proceeding. Entry was forced through a side window of the home. It would appear that the suspect(s) entered through the smashed window. It is difficult to determine what was taken during this burglary but it appears that a number of personal and household items along with some collectible items were taken. This burglary took place within the last several days and was discovered this morning by the property caretaker.
