MINUTES OF MEETING

June 8, 2006

Meeting was duly posted and on the website.

Called to order at 7:30 am.

The board met with Town Appraisers from Municipal Resources, Inc, Scott Marsh and Michael Marsh.

Scott Marsh stated that the reason for this meeting was to bring the board up to speed on errors found in the calculation of upper stories on 179 properties in Dunbarton.  This was discovered when Mike Marsh was putting updates in the computer and calculations was not working correctly.  MRI got in touch with Monica Gordon from Vision Appraisal and they agreed that it was a computer error (in the tables of the program) which calculates the unfinished upper stories. Scott supplied the board with a list of the 179 properties that were involved.   The average change of these properties was calculated at a decrease in value of $937,400 in assessment, $14,398 in tax dollars, a 1.47% average change.

Scott Marsh stated that MRI could go into the program and correct the tables and recalculate the properties which would correct these errors.  MRI would need the permission of the Board of Assessors to do so.

Bryan Clark asked about flagging these properties to check to see if the upper stories were finished in the future.  It was discussed and decided that it would not be worth going back every year and it could be clocked with building permits if they were doing improvements.  

Tim Terragni inquired if there were any other problems with the vision program that the board needed to be aware of.  Scott Marsh stated that he has not run across any other errors.   Mike Marsh did note that when he was doing the pick ups he found three properties were measured incorrectly.  These have been corrected.

Tim stated that he would like to see a meeting with Vision Appraisals to see what their take on this was.  Scott and Mike Marsh stated that they would like to be included in that meeting.  

Scott Marsh stated that he and Mike were here today to get the board’s authorization to recalculate these properties and make the updates.  They would go into the 179 properties in question, make the changes, and note that they were changed with today’s date.    

Tim Terragni made the motion to have MRI make the necessary corrections to the 179 properties involved as of today’s date.  Motion was seconded by Mary and the motion carried. 


Abatement Status: Scott & Mike asked how the board wanted to proceed with the applications for abatements.  Vision had reviewed and returned only ½ of the 34 applications for abatements received.  Scott Marsh suggested that because the town has until July 1st to respond to the taxpayers and time is running out, it might be a good idea to issue letters to those who applied saying that they will received a decision within 30 days.  It was noted that the law says that if the town does not respond by July 1st that the applicant can consider that he/she was denied an abatement and can apply to the BTLA.   

Motion was made by Mary LaValley to have MRI review all the applications for abatements and make recommendation to the Board of Assessors. The motion was seconded by Tim Terragni, all in favor, motion carried.

It was the decision of the board to set up a meeting with Monica Gordon and/or other representatives from Vision Appraisal as soon as possible.  Janice will call Monica and set up the meeting for next week. 

Mike and Scott Marsh left the meeting at 8:30am

The Board went on with other business.
