Meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm.

Mary LaValley was away on vacation and was unable to attend.

Ralph Fellbaum, Ray Road, Dunbarton, NH  Lot # H2-04-02.  Mr. Fellbaum stated that he had questions that stemmed back to the year 2006 regarding his property assessment and had not received the answers to his questions from the board.  Also, he had posed questions in October of 2007 and had not been given answers.  He stated that he came in the Town Office in June and still no word from the board.  The Board of Assessors assured Mr. Fellbaum that his questions had been referred to Municipal Resources Inc. and they had notified Mr. Fellbaum via phone.  Mr. Fellbaum denied having received calls from MRI or Scott Marsh.  He did admit to having received one phone call from the Town Office but had not been given enough notice to have the Assessor come to his property. 

Mr. Fellbaum wanted to know what the procedure was to have his questions answered.   The Board  stated that they would set up an appointment with the appraiser, Scott Marsh, from MRI.  Bryan Clark stated that MRI is only here in Dunbarton when they have work so we have to plan around them.   He assured Mr. Fellbaum that it would be taken care of.  

Mr. Fellbaum stated that his questions involved the classification of his home as a ranch.  He felt it was a cape after he added the second floor.  He produced two comparable assessments on properties in Dunbarton similar to his that were classified as capes.  He stated that the building inspector came to his property after he had added the staircase to the second floor and the home should have been inspected by the assessors as well but they did not come around.   Tim Terragni stated that he would place a call tomorrow to the town office and to Scott Marsh from MRI and would get back to Mr. Fellbaum within a couple of days. 

Mr. Fellbaum stated that the permit for the stairs was taken out in 2007 and was completed before April 1, 2008 so it would apply to the 2008 tax year.   He felt that because of the stairs and the room on the second floor that his house should be classified as a cape not a ranch.   He also stated that at the meeting of October 16, 2007 he had questions regarding the pool he was building.  The pool is in progress but not complete.   He also stated that he was being charged for a bedroom that he uses as an office.  The board explained that if there is a closet in the room it is classified as a bedroom.  Mr. Fellbaum stated that he would board up the closet.  

Mr. Fellbaum left the meeting at 7:20pm.

An invoice from Municipal Resources Inc. for services rendered in the amount of  $420.00 was approved for payment.

It was noted for the record that the MS-1 was signed and submitted to Department of Revenue.    Values increased from $325,043,940 to $334,311,933, an increase of $9,267,993 over 2007.  The Utility assessments  increased $2,245,500 over 2007.
