Public Notice Requirements:  

Brian Nordle, Chairman, verified with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in three public places throughout the Town and published in the Concord Monitor for one day in accordance with State RSA’s.   The Public Notice was also posted on the Dunbarton Web Page. 

Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday,  December 5,  2007 and Wednesday, December 19, 2007:

MOTION: 

A motion was made by Ken Swayze to accept the minutes from the previous meetings of Wednesday, December 5, 2007 and Wednesday, December 19, 2007 as written.  Terry Swain seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

7:00 P.M.  - PUBLIC HEARING:

PUBLIC HEARING – UPDATED SITE PLAN REVIEW REGULATIONS FOR ADOPTION


Stephanie Alexander, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, appeared before the Board and gave an overview of the process which the Site Plan Review Regulations had gone through.  She stated that a Committee was formed in 2006 and the first Public Hearing for the updated regulations had been held on January 17, 2007 (one year ago).


She stated there have been  numerous changes and revisions made to the regulations since the first Public Hearing.  On October 17, 2007 a meeting of the Planning Board reviewed the revisions and made detailed additional revisions and corrections.  This document now consists of 99 pages in place of the original Site Plan Review regulations which were only 8 or 10 pages.  In addition, this document addresses the difference between a Major and Minor Site Plan Review and criteria, etc.   Developers will be required to bring certain required items to the Board, etc. 


She stated in addition, this Site Plan Review addresses requirements for Multi-family housing.  

BOARD DISCUSSION:


Terry Swain stated he felt that no matter how many times the Board went over the document, there would be minor suggestions and/or changes.  He felt the Board had done a good job, and it should be accepted. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: 


There was no comment from the public.  


MOTION: 

Ken Swayze made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board adopt the Site Plan Review Regulations as presented at the Wednesday, January 16, 2008 Planning Board Meeting.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. 

Stephanie Alexander, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, stated the Site Plan Review Regulations will be copied for public distribution by the Town of Dunbarton and not Central Regional, etc. 

The Public Hearing was closed at 7:10 p.m.

7:30 P.M. – PUBLIC HEARING – CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROGRAM – Updated 2008 – 2013 Capital Improvements Program for adoption

Les Hammond, Selectmen, presented the updated copy of the 2008 – 2013 Capital Improvements Program as follows: 

1. Stated that the 2008 committee consisted of himself, Brian Nordle, Police Chief Chris Connelly and Mert Mann, Selectman.

2. Received technical assistance from Stephanie Alexander, Principal Planner, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission.  

3. Committee went through the same process as the previous years.  

4. Contributors to the plan were Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, Jeffrey Crosby, Road Agent, Betty Ann Noyes, School Board, Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, and Jon Wiggins, Fire Chief. 

5. Criteria for items to be included within the CIP are items must be more than $15,000 with a life expectancy of at least two years and not be a normal reoccurring item.  

6. The only item included within the CIP for 2008 is a new Police Cruiser at a cost of $31,897 which will be funded through Surplus Funds with no impact on the Tax Rate.  

7. Have identified all of our roads and there are currently no projects at this time. 

8. CIP is intended to be updated on a yearly basis.  

Brian Nordle, Chairman, stated he wanted to thank Les Hammond for his help in developing the CIP this year. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: 


There was no public comment on the CIP at this time. 

MOTION: 

Ken Swayze made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board adopt the CIP as presented to the Dunbarton Planning Board at this meeting held Wednesday, January 16, 2008.  James Marcou seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

It was noted that the Office of Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission will provide an electronic disc of the CIP.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Stephanie Alexander, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, stated that there will be an all day Workshop Meeting held on Wednesday, January 23, 2008 at the Public Service of New Hampshire Offices and sponsored by the Office of Energy and Planning.   Subject will be inclusionary zoning and housing, etc.  

She stated that in addition, there is the spring Planning and Zoning Conference coming up in April.  

At this point in the meeting, Ron Slocum arrived.  He stated that the Public Hearing for the CIP was scheduled for 7:30 p.m. and it was not even 7:15 p.m.    He stated that because of the posting, the Board should reopen the Public Comment portion of the Public Hearing and allow him to give input, etc. 

Brian Nordle, Chairman, agreed to re-open the Public Comment portion of the Public Hearing for the CIP.

Ron Slocum stated that he had several concerns regarding the CIP as follows: 

1. Stated his concerns came up as a result of the Master Plan Process.  He stated that during the Master Plan Process, it was pointed out that the Town of Dunbarton needed a Master Plan, and CIP in order to start collecting Impact Fees and institute Growth Ordinances.  We now have had both the Master Plan and the CIP for several years.  To date, nothing has been done regarding Impact Fees or Growth Ordinances.  What is the Planning Board going to do about Impact Fees and/or Growth Ordinances?

2. There is no income to accomplish any of the CIP proposals.  Fees have not been extracted, etc.  

Brian Nordle, Chairman, stated we just haven’t gotten there yet with regard to Impact Fees.  He stated it is a complicated process and takes time, etc.   He stated that the Planning Board will be re-writing the Zoning Ordinance in the coming year under a Grant from CTAP.  This will be a start and provide some relief.  

Brian Nordle, Chairman, also stated that Impact Fees are often challenged by developers and it is a complicated process to enact them.  It involves considerable work to get Impact Fees in place so they cannot be challenged by developers.  

At this point in the meeting, the Planning Board agreed to reaffirm their prior vote of adoption of the CIP Plan as follows: 

MOTION: 

Ken Swayze made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board reaffirm their previous  motion to adopt the CIP as presented to the Dunbarton Planning Board at this meeting held Wednesday, January 16, 2008.  James Marcou seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

At this point in the meeting, it was pointed out that the CIP Meetings have been posted according to law and all members of the Public are welcome to attend and give input.  The Committee consisted of a Selectman, Fire Chief, Police Chief, etc.  

At this point, the Public Hearing was closed. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

A motion was made, seconded and passed unanimously that the Dunbarton Planning Board adjourn at 8:00 p.m.
