The regular monthly meeting of the Dunbarton Planning Board was held at the above time, date and place with Chairman Ken Swayze presiding.  The following members were present:

The Chairman verified with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in three places throughout the Town, published in the Concord Monitor for one day and also put on the Dunbarton Web Site.  

6:30 P.M. – WORKSHOP SESSION - MIKE TARDIFF, CENTRAL NEW HAMPSHIRE REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION TO DISCUSS UPDATING SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS. 

The Chairman stated that Mike Tardiff had been at the Subdivision Regulations Update Workshop Meeting held this afternoon at 2:00 p.m. and therefore would not be attending this evening’s session.  

GENERAL SESSION: 


The Chairman noted that George Holt would be a voting member this evening.  


A.  General Board Administration: 

1.  Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday,  October 15, 2008


MOTION: 

Terry Swain made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board approve the minutes of the previous meeting of October 15, 2008 as written.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

2.  Correspondence:  Selectmen’s Report, others


Flood Plain Zoning:  

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, stated that she had received a communication from the State of New Hampshire, Office of Energy and Planning, regarding suggested Amendments to the Floodplain Regulations in Article 10 of the Zoning Ordinance.  Alison Vallieres called them and the Floodplain maps are not  available until next spring.  When the Flood Plain Maps become available, the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen will have to adopt the maps.  

The Planning Board members agreed that if we don’t have the maps, it would be difficult to incorporate changes in the Ordinance because it might have an adverse effect, etc.  We could be changing things that would be on  people’s property, etc.  The end result of the discussion was the Selectmen/Alison Vallieres will write a letter to Jennifer Gilbert, Floodplain Management Coordinator, to let her know the decision and asking for the Floodplain Maps for Dunbarton.  

3.  CIP Update:  Committee activity (need to officially appoint Committee Members; reaffirm committee status)




Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that the Dunbarton Planning Board should codify the status of the CIP Committee.  Les Hammond and Ken Swayze have been attending for the Planning Board.  Les Hammond stated that they have made some changes to the CIP plan such as taking out building alterations which were large amounts, etc.  The Library is in as a Multi-function building, etc.  




The CIP will be on the Planning Board Agenda next month as a Public Hearing to be accepted.  



MOTION: 



Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board nominate Ken Swayze, Dunbarton Planning Board, John Trottier, Zoning Board of Adjustment, Christopher Connelly, Police Department, Jon Wiggin, Fire Department, and Les Hammond, Board of Selectmen to the CIP Committee.  Brian Nordle seconded the motion.  



Ken Swayze stated he would amend the motion to include that this would reaffirm all prior votes and procedures with regard to the CIP Committee.  Les Hammond seconded the amendment.  The amended and the original motion passed unanimously.  



Tom Cusano, etc. re Groundwater Protection Ordinance:  


           At this point in the meeting, Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that the Board was at a point in the meeting where they could allow Tom Cusano to speak on behalf of a possible Groundwater Protection Ordinance.  



Tom Cusano, Karen Cusano and Jacqueline Brough appeared before the Board and stated they had started a Committee concerned about Groundwater, etc.  Passed out a letter explaining to the Planning Board.  (attached)  Tom Cusano stated that the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services is encouraging all Towns to come up with a groundwater protection ordinance, especially those that don’t have municipal water, etc.  He stated they have been working on this  for the last few months.   At this point, they need to know what the process is and what we would need to go through to present the Ordinance.  Have talked with people from other towns and have gotten background and what worked for them.  We were directed to the Planning Board.  



Ken Swayze, Chairman,  explained the process and said there were two options as follows: 

1. They could submit a Petition Article to the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen between November 10 and December 10.  It would have to be in totally finished form complete with signatures, etc.  The Planning Board would act as a host for the Public Hearing but the petitioners would present it.  The Planning Board would make a recommendation as to whether they would support it or not to appear on the Warrant Article to be voted on. 

2. The Committee could work with the Planning Board right from the beginning.  The time frame is the first Public Hearing would have to be held in January and if there are any changes at all, there has to be a second Public Hearing no later than February 3, 2009 for the Final Ordinance.  

3. Planning Board members indicated that they felt this was much too short a time frame to get this done.  They would suggest setting up a sub-committee with three members from the Planning Board along with members of the ad hoc committee to work on the proposed Ordinance.   The sub-committee would have an initial meeting to determine if the proposal had merit or not.  That same sub-committee would start more formative discussions upon a go-ahead from the Planning Board.  

Terry Swain, Co-Chairman, stated he had seen some other towns talk about this.  It is important to take a close look at this.  A sub-committee should be formed to study this.  We would have to have a model that would fit our needs for this particular community.  Would suggest working on the Ordinance during 2009 and having it voted on at 2010 Town Meeting.  

Karen Cusano stated they had set up a non-profit association and have been talking about it throughout the community.  Haven’t formally come to the Planning Board until now.  Have been doing some work on it.  She stated she thought we should have a sub-committee.  

Brian Nordle asked if they had a Mission Statement.  Stated he has dealt with a lot of these Ordinances.  Radon is already in Dunbarton water.  This is a concern.  

MOTION: 

Brian Nordle made a motion that Terry Swain, Alison Vallieres and George Holt serve on the Sub-Committee for Groundwater Protection Ordinance with Terry Swain as Chairman.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

It was noted that Karen Cusano and Jacqueline Brough would also serve on the Sub-Committee.  

At this point in the meeting, Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that the two items on the agenda for acceptance of new applications, Gerald and Debra Gelinas Proposed Subdivision  and Dunbarton Historical Society Lot Line Adjustment were withdrawn by the applicants because of technical issues.  


B. Alan J. Simoneau, President, Towne Plaza Associates, Inc. – Surety status review for road construction for the  completion of Phase I for “Bela Brook Estates:

Surety Status Review:  


Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that Don Mayo, Town Engineer, had reported on the Bela Brook Estates, Al Simoneau project and submitted a report.  (attached)  He stated the estimated cost for completion was $64,000.  

1. Brian Nordle stated he had also gone out to look at the project and was concerned that the Detention Pond on the south side of the lot doesn’t go anywhere.  Right now the water would go across the road.  Felt that this should be completed as soon as posible.  In addition, it was noted that the Fire Pond has not been tested.  

2. Al Simoneau stated that the temporary turn-around had been paved today.  The Utility

       Infrastructure is complete.  These items should be taken off the cost to complete list.    The Planning Board noted

        that they will check the bounds with the Building Inspector.  

MOTION: 

Brian Nordle made a motion that the Surety be reduced to $64,000 based upon Don Mayo’s recommendation.  Michael Poirier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Letter from Al Simoneau Requesting Special Meeting:  (attached)  


Al Simoneau stated he needed to get the road accepted as soon as possible because there is a house nearing completion and they need to get a CO immediately.  If he waits until the next Planning Board Meeting scheduled for December 17, 2008, it will be too late, etc.  

Board Comments: 

1. Brian Nordle stated that the Detention Pond goes right off the property and down below.  This needs to be taken care of.  Where is the Detention Pond outlet?  It is dirt.  In two weeks, what is going to get completed?  We are going to want the Detention Pond done.  

2. Michael Poirier stated we still need the Fire Pond test.  We don’t ordinarily have special meetings.  The time frame problem has been ongoing.  They expected to be done last winter.  So why are we looking at a Special Meeting?  

3. Planning Board noted that the roadway needs to be “functioning” before being accepted.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated he would entertain a motion from the Board to grant Al Simoneau a Special Meeting to be held on Wednesday, December 3, 2008.  

There was no motion from the floor therefore the request was denied.  

Al Simoneau was advised to contact the Secretary of the Planning Board in writing with a request to be put on the Planning Board Agenda for Wednesday, December 17, 2008 for action by the Planning Board to turn the request over to the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen for road acceptance.  

 
C.  PUBLIC HEARINGS:

1. Stinson Hills LLC. re Stinson Hills Roadway System  off Mansion Road –  Request from applicant/developer for: 

a. Resolution from Planning Board to declare remainder of roadway system “substantially complete”:





The Planning Board noted the road is “substantially complete” and they would

b. Allow for referral to Dunbarton Board of Selectmen for acceptance of remaining roadway as Town Class V roadway;  



Don Mayo presented a letter re Stinson Hills Subdivision stating that Williams Court is substantially complete to the extent it may be considered for acceptance by the Town of Dunbarton as a Class V roadway.  (attached)

Brian Nordle made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board recommend that Stinson Hills roadway including Williams Court be referred to the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen as substantially complete and reduce the letter of credit to $25,000 and that just the little items such as ditch lines and other incidentals be taken care of.  Terry Swain seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

c. Reduce outstanding surety (letter of credit) as may be appropriate (see above).

2. Natalie Drive (off Grapevine Road) – Continued discussion/Public Hearing re rescission of posted surety for environmental erosion. 



The Planning Board reviewed a report received from Don Mayo, Town Engineer,

                regarding Natalie Drive.  (attached)  



In addition, Planning Board members had observed the process of the erosion control

              measures.  The Board noted that this project should be monitored throughout the winter.  



It was noted that George Holt, who is also a member of the Conservation Commission,

               had looked at the project.  He stated that the detention pond needs a spill way.  There are 

               problems that will worsen in a 2” rain event.  



MOTION: 



Michael Poirier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen take the

              money that is available in the bond and have the Town Road Agent do the necessary

               erosion  control measures.    The motion was seconded.  



Brian Nordle amended the motion to state that if he doesn’t get something done

               before Thursday, November 27, the Town will go ahead and do the necessary

               erosion  control measures.  



At this point, the a second amendment was made to change the date to December 1, 

              2008 or the Town will do it.   The amendment was seconded.
