Ken Swayze, Chairman, verified with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in three places throughout the Town and put on the Dunbarton Web Page.

A.  General Board Administration: 

1.  Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday,  February 18, 2009


MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the minutes of the previous meeting of Wednesday, February 18, 2009 be accepted as written.  George Holt seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

2.  Correspondence:  Selectmen’s Report, others


Les Hammond, Selectman: 

Les Hammond, Selectman, stated that the only business he had to bring up at this time was the Dunbarton Planning Board’s recommendations for members to be reappointed to the Planning Board.  

The Chairman and members reached a consensus that Ken Swayze, Alison Vallieres and Brian Nordle would be recommended to be reappointed.  Terry Swain would also be reappointed if his term expires in 2009.  Les Hammond will research this with the Town Clerk.  

3. Members of the Public: 


Mike Guiney – No comments.

SHARON WASSON, DIRECTOR, CENTRAL NEW HAMPSHIRE REGIONAL PLANNING COMMISSION TO DISCUSS CTAP MONIES, ETC. 


Sharon Wasson, Director, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission appeared before the Planning Board to explain options for the CTAP monies as follows: 

1. Stated she was sorry for the mix-up in communication regarding the Conservation Commission and the CTAP 30 hour project.  She stated she had spoken with Les Hammond and Line Comeau about this.  Evidently, the message was not conveyed back to the Planning Board, etc.   She showed up at the Conservation Commission Meeting with no prior appointment, etc.   The Conservation Commission will be looking at the Open Space Plan which needs to be updated.  The existing Open Space Plan for Dunbarton was done in 1972.  This update will identify critical parcels.  Will identify resources.  Will be working with the Conservation Commission, Recreation Commission, Town Forest Committee and the Planning Board.  


2.    Presented Board members with copies of the “CTAP Roadmap”.  (attached)  

2. Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that the Planning Board is the vehicle which should be aware of what is going on with CTAP, and we were the last to know in this case.  

3. Sharon Wasson stated they had done an Implementation Study of the Building, Planning and Zoning Departments and were in the process of writing job descriptions, etc.  This was funded by CTAP funds. 

4. Sharon Wasson also stated that they were in the process of updating Dunbarton Subdivision Regulations from CTAP monies.  Mike Tardiff is doing this in conjunction with the Dunbarton Planning Board. 

5. Stated there is also $10,000 available for services in conjunction with another town within the Central Region. 

6. Are starting the process for doing a Buildout Study .  Craig Tufts, Assistant Planner, is here this evening to explain. 

7. Sharon Wasson stated that REP monies were different from CTAP funds.  REP monies cannot be used for items such as updating Zoning Ordinance, etc.   CTAP monies come through DOT and relate to the widening of 93, etc.   


Comments from Board Members: 


Workforce Housing:  

Michael Poirier stated that the Town of Dunbarton needs to be addressing Workforce Housing as soon as possible before the Town of Dunbarton is involved in a lawsuit.   This should be a priority.  

Updating Dunbarton Zoning Ordinance:  

Alison Vallieres stated that in the beginning, updating the Dunbarton Zoning Ordinance was one of the priorities for CTAP monies along with updating the Subdivision regulations which we are presently doing with Mike Tardiff. 

Workforce Housing could be incorporated into an updated Zoning Ordinance.  

FUNDS

Alison Vallieres asked if this REP money affects the CTAP monies.  

Sharon Wasson stated REP monies are different monies than CTAP.  

BUILDOUT STUDY – CRAIG TUFTS:  

Craig Tufts, Assistant Planner, appeared before the Board and presented samples of the Buildout Study for Dunbarton.  (attached)   Stated this could be used as a Planning Tool.  

The Board Members stated that most areas in Dunbarton have very steep slopes and considerable area is unbuildable because of this.  This should be taken into account in doing the Buildout Study. This factor would reduce the number of potential lots considerably.

Ken Swayze, Chairman, pointed out that even though Dunbarton has five acre zoning, most of a subdivision’s lots end up being up to eight acres in size.  

Dunbarton’s regulations allow for  8% grade on subdivision roads with possibility of waivers.  

The Board pointed out that in doing a Buildout Study, steep slopes should be taken into consideration.  This will severely limit the number of buildable lots.

Craig Tufts stated he will be coming back to the Board in the future with an update, etc.  

Board advised him to give the Board some time to finish the Subdivision Regulations before starting on the Buildout Study with the Board. 

The Board agreed that they need to decide their priorities before entering into another project.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Dolores Drive/Alan Simoneau:

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, asked the Planning Board if there was any suggestions about what to do with Dolores Drive and Alan Simoneau.  He suggested finding out what Mr. Simoneau’s plans were for finishing the road, etc. 

Ken Swayze, Chairman, will write a letter to Alan Simoneau regarding future plans, etc.  The letter should be sent certified mail.  

James Marcou stated the Planning Board has the responsibility for the road right now.  We should make sure the letter is sent certified mail.  

Natalie Drive:  

It was reported that Natalie Drive appeared stable for the moment.  Will check again in April or May.   Would suggest that Don Mayo look at this in April or May.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
