The regular monthly meeting of the Dunbarton Planning Board was held at the above time, date and place with Chairman Ken Swayze presiding.  The following members were present:

Ken Swayze, Chairman, verified with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in three places throughout the Town and put on the Dunbarton Web Page.  

7:00 P.M. – GENERAL SESSION: 


A.  General Board Administration: 

1.  Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday,  March  18, 2009


MOTION: 

Brian Nordle made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board accept the minutes as written for the Wednesday, March 18, 2009 meeting.  George Holt seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

2.  Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that George Holt was now a full-time member of the Dunbarton Planning Board and James Marcou was an Alternate.  

3.  Correspondence:  


Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted that the Planning Board had received a copy of a letter from Attorney Andrew H. Sullivan, Attorney for R. J. Moreau Communities LLC, (Dolores Drive) to Alan J. Simoneau regarding the completion of the Phase I section of Dolores Drive.  (attached) 

4. Proposed Groundwater Protection Ordinance:  


Terry Swain, Co-Chairman, reported on the meeting of the Sub-Committee for Groundwater Protection Ordinance.  He reported that they had met on Tuesday, April 14, 2009 at the Town Offices.    He reported that they had made considerable positive progress.  It was decided that we would go forward and work to incorporate the ground water quality concerns into the existing Site Plan Review Regulations which are for Commercial Use and Multi-Family.  


Will have another meeting next month, Tuesday, May 12, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. , to work out the details of what should be put into the Site Plan Review regulations regarding protection of aquifers, etc.  


Once this point is reached, the Sub-Committee will report back to the Dunbarton Planning Board with their recommendations.  

PUBLIC HEARING - ANNA CHAN (H5-0201) GILE HILL ROAD, DUNBARTON – REQUEST FOR EXTENSION FROM DUNBARTON PLANNING BOARD PER RSA 674:39 FOUR-YEAR EXEMPTION TO COMPLETE SUBDIVISION LOCATED ON GILE HILL ROAD, DUNBARTON, NH WHICH WAS APPROVED IN JUNE 2004.  

Ken  Swayze, Chairman, explained that the reason the Anna Chan has requested the extension is because once the four years was up which would be June 2009, a final plan should not be signed by the Chairman and Secretary, etc.  This is the reason for the extension.  They feel they will not be completed by June 2009 and are therefore requesting an extension.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated he does not see any new zoning that has passed that would affect this proposed subdivision.  There have been no complaints regarding the Gile Road improvements, etc.  Have asked Don Mayo, Town Engineer to do a  road progress report.  

Don Mayo, Town Engineer, stated that it is improved over what it was previously.  Need to put down 1200 – 1300 feet of crushed gravel and loam and seed the ditches.  The road is 18’ wide with 2’ shoulders for a total width of 22’.  He stated the contractors have performed adequately.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated he had spoken with the Road Agent and he would like to see a two  (2) year extension, with the Chan’s coming back to the Board at the end of one (1) year to see if the two year period would continue.  

Don Mayo, Town Engineer, agreed that two years should be adequate for the project to be completed.  

Brian Nordle stated that they need to get growth in the ditch lines.  It was noted that all the marked trees had been taken down.  Brian Nordle made reference to a large pine that will be coming down within the next four years if it is not cut, etc.  

George Holt stated he had spoken with Larry Cook, Chairman of the Conservation Commission and there are no issues.  Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated he had also spoken with Larry Cook.  

Comment from the Applicants: 

Louis Chan stated that they need the two year extension because of the economic money issues.  It will be late this year before they can start working on the road again. 


Mr. Chan stated there are three survey boundary markers that need to be set.  

Comments from the Public: 

John Trottier stated the plan has not been signed as yet.  It is a “paper approval” at this moment.  It is the Town’s road.  They need to complete the road before they get final approval. 


At this point, Ken Swayze, Chairman, closed the Public Hearing.  


Board Discussion/Decision:  


Terry Swain stated that he would like to see a two year extension with a review after one year. 


It was noted that the road needs to be stabilized if there is any lull of construction.  There isn’t two full years of work.  Need to loam and seed the ditch lines.  

MOTION: 

Brian Nordle made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board approve the request from Anna Chan for an extension for the proposed Anna Chan Subdivision of two years from June 2009 with a one year review in June 2010 to review the progress.   Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

OTHER BUSINESS:  


Natalie Drive: 


Don Mayo, Town Engineer, reported that he had checked on Natalie Drive recently and it appeared to have gone through the winter with less problems than anticipated.  The owner has been in contact with Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning , and is unsure of the present status of the project.  


It was noted that there was a letter of agreement with the Selectmen in August 2006 which expired in August 2008.    It was also noted that the Site Specific had probably expired.  (if any Site Specific was in fact required).


Planning Board indicated they would like to have the present owner appear before the Planning Board at the next meeting in May to discuss the proposed subdivision.  


Les Hammond, Selectmen,  stated that he needs to know what the Planning Board is looking for.  


Don Mayo, Town Engineer, will talk with him and he should fix the silt fence. 

Barbara McCann will get in touch with him regarding attending the next Planning Board Meeting.  Will be on the agenda for next month.  


Dolores Drive:  



The Planning Board discussed the Dolores Drive Project as follows: 

1. The Detention Pond and Fire Pond are still not finished.  There is nothing “green” as yet.   

2. Don Mayo, Town Engineer, reported there is a 3” restriction in the pipe.  This should be replaced according to the specs on the plan.  

3. Need to get it “green”.  Need to get it loamed and seeded.  Needs to define the stone areas.   He is not complying with his permits. 

4. Don Mayo indicated some of the slopes are not 3-1, more like 1-2.5.  

5. Simoneau needs to remobilize no later than the first of May 2009 and have this completed no later than May 15, 2009.  

6. There now is a second Building Permit that has been issued, therefore making it imperative that the road be completed. 

7. Recently sent an e-mail to the Building Department stating as follows: 


“I can give you a road update as soon as I resolve some issues with the mortgage holder on the property.  In the mean time, everything is holding up fine, so there should be no hurry.  Thank you.  Alan Simoneau” 

8. Planning Board reached a consensus that there is a concern with getting the road completed as soon as possible.   In addition, the Road Agent has expressed concerns.  


The Planning Board reached a consensus that a Certified Letter should be sent to Alan Simoneau stating that they would give him until May 15, 2009 to complete the road, etc.   In addition, the letter will include a list of items per Don Mayo, Town Engineer, that should be completed.  

Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning Department, will write a Certified Letter to Alan Simoneau outlining the Planning Board’s requirements and expectations which will include Don Mayo’s list.   It will state a deadline of no later than May 15, 2009 for completion of the road.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
