Ken Swayze, Chairman, verified with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in three places throughout the Town and put on the Dunbarton Web Page.  

7:00 P.M. – GENERAL SESSION: 

A. General Board Administration: 

1. Election of Officers: 

MOTION: 

Les Hammond made a motion that the Officers of the Dunbarton Planning Board remain the same as last year as follows:  Chairman:  Ken Swayze



     Co-Chairman:  Terry Swain



     Secretary:  Alison Vallieres

The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, informed the Board that Brian Nordle had resigned as a full-time member of the Dunbarton Planning Board.  He also stated that James Marcou was willing to come back to the Board as a full-time member, thereby leaving one slot for an Alternate on the Planning Board.  

Les Hammond, Selectman, was advised of the Board requesting that James Marcou be appointed to the Dunbarton Planning Board as a full-time member.  

2. Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes:  Monday, April 15, 2009

MOTION:  

Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board accept the minutes of the previous meeting of Monday, April 15, 2009 as written.  Ken Swayze seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

3. Correspondence:  Selectmen’s Report, others

Les Hammond stated there was no correspondence from the Board of Selectmen at this time. 

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, stated the only correspondence she had received was the following letters which she had given copies to Board Members: 

1. Letter from Robert E. Perry, 15 Twist Hill Road, Dunbarton, NH regarding the release of bonds held by the Town of Dunbarton. (attached)

2. Letter from Alan J. Simoneau, President, Towne Plaza Associates, Inc.  dated May 13, 2009 regarding the status of his project on Dolores Drive.  (attached)  

3. Letter from Ray U. Mills requesting the return of his bond for bound markers on his recent subdivision.  (attached)




Alan Simoneau, Dolores Drive: 


The Planning Board discussed the Dolores Drive project, and it was noted for the 

               record that there is a public foreclosure auction scheduled for June 3, 2009.  

At this point in the discussion, Robert Desmarais stated there is a very good chance that they will get the property back.  They are presently putting together a plan to start work on the project immediately following the auction  on June 4, 2009 if they get the property back.  

The Board noted that Alan Simoneau had discussed a possible bankruptcy filing to avert foreclosure. 

The Planning Board requested that Les Hammond, Board of Selectmen, contact Town Counsel regarding the situation and what the Town’s options are, etc.  Les Hammond stated we need to do something because there are two building permits which have been issued out there now.  

Status of the Road (Dolores Drive): 

a. There is silt and infiltration from the culvert to the detention pond. 

b. Fire Pond needs to be corrected so the pipe does not freeze in the winter.

c. Still some slopes, etc. that need to be seeded.

d. No need for Don Mayo, Town Engineer, to be going out there to check project at this time.   

At this point in the discussion, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that we are still wrangling with the first part of the project.  What about the second part?   They have made a channel up through on Phase 2.   We may have to talk about Phase 2 also.  



At this point, Ken Swayze, Chairman, asked Bob Desmarais if he had any

                             comments at this time.  Bob Desmarais stated no he did not. 


Natalie Drive:

Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning, stated that Mr. Scire had not returned any calls she has made to him regarding the project.  

Following points were brought up by the Planning Board: 

a. Don Mayo, Town Engineer, has checked the site, and he feels the site is stable at this point.  There are no approvals presently in place.   In the past, Don Mayo confirmed that the project is under the required 100,000 square foot threshold for Site Specific Permitting therefore does not need Site Specific.  This may require another review due to current scope of site alteration.

b. The agreement with the Selectmen for roadway completion expired on August 16, 2008.  

c. Should not be out there building.   In addition, the NH RSA 4 year period of exemption is up.  They need to get extensions from the Board before proceeding.  .  

d. Need to send Mr. Scire a letter notifying him that all permits have lapsed.  He is required, however, to continue remediation of the site as necessary.  .  



Escrow List: 

At this point in the meeting, the Board reviewed the Escrow Breakdown of all Projects which Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning Department, prepared.  (attached) 

After considerable discussion, it was decided that a letter should be sent to all owners of projects which the Town is holding Escrow monies on and let them know the status.  If they are close to the statutory four-year period of exemption,  they should be notified that they need to come to the Planning Board, especially if they want to extend the project.   Should give them 60 days to respond to the Planning Board.  

The Board noted that they would also respond to Robert Perry’s request in writing and also notify his son and attorney to make sure this is the steps they want to take.  

It was determined that the following projects escrow balances were the Town’s and should be liquidated back to the Town: 

Escrows:

a. Caleb’s Way – This was for the shoulder gravel work to be completed.  Monies should go back to the Town. 

b. Stillwater/Tucker Hill Road – Owners authorized the Selectmen to take the money for culvert work, etc.  Monies should go back to the Town. 



Other Escrows: 

a. Gile Hill – Chan – The Chans recently requested an extension for their subdivision, and it was granted. 

b. Dunbarton 88 -  Nothing has been heard regarding this project.  There is no plan filed with the Town yet.  Dunbarton 88 should receive a letter regarding the project and notification that the four years will be up shortly and the approvals are lapsing.   

c. Earl Monuments – Jacques Belanger is the one who put up the money for these bounds, and he is in the process of putting these in.  Once the bounds are in, the money should go back to Jacques Belanger. 

d. Black Brook/Pastures/GPS – These monies were put aside for reclamation work once the project was started, etc.  In addition, there was a requirement of $2,500 for road design/engineering work at the corner of Black Brook Road and Route 13.  

       These monies should be retained by the Town. 

e. Mills Family Trust – The Board has a request before it this evening to return the monies for the bounds.  

Ken Swayze, Mike Poirier and Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, went out on a Site Inspection and the bounds are not in at this time.  The Board noted a requirement that concrete/granite bounds must be put at each corner.  This will involve six bounds.   In addition, the plan should be rectified to show the concrete bounds, etc. 

 Once it is determined the bounds are in and the revised plan is filed with the Town, the monies can be returned to Ray U. Mills.  

f. Robert Perry/Morse Road - The Board noted  they have a written request from Robert Perry to release the bond on this property.  This would, in effect, kill the project.  After discussion, the Board recommended  responding  to Robert Perry’s request in writing,  and also notify his son and attorney to make sure these are the steps they want to take.
       A letter will be sent to the Perry’s advising them that approvals have  lapsed, and 

       they have not yet sought an extension.

g. Jerlyn, Overlook Estates – Former Lorden parcel on Grapevine Road.  Nothing has been heard from the developer. 
        Letter should be written to the owners notifying them that their approvals will be

        lapsing, etc.  

h. Stinson Hills/Lamontage – Board noted that there are still some bounds missing on this project.  Need to look at the bounds in total.  George Holt noted there were no bounds on the connecting trail.  Stinson Hills has noted they will probably be putting a top coat of pavement on Samuel’s Court this summer. 

       Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, should go out with Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, 

       regarding these bounds. 

The Board thanked Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning Department, for providing the Status Reports and doing a great job on the Escrow Accounts.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
