CTAP Contract:


Les Hammond, Selectman, reported that the CTAP contract had been signed by the Selectmen and 


forwarded to DOT for review.


Chan Subdivision:


Les Hammond reported that he had received a call from Mr. Joos regarding the Chan subdivision.  


Evidently, Don Mayo, Town Engineer, had met Mr. Joos at the subdivision.   Les Hammond stated 


he has not spoken with Mr. Joos.   All dealings should be with Louis Chan 


and not Mr. Joos. 


CIP:

Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning, reported that CIP would be meeting on Tuesday, November 
23, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.  Hope to have a good portion of the document in draft form.

Ken Swayze, Chairman, verified with the Secretary that the Public Notice had been posted in three 
public places, published in the Concord Monitor for one day according to the required posting time, 
and also put on the Dunbarton Web Page. 

 Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reaffirmed that the meeting notice had appeared on October 26, 2010, 
which was well within the statutory requirements for the  time frame according to the RSA.    In 
addition, she stated that she had cut out as much of the notice as possible and reduced the cost 
considerably.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, read the changes which were made at the last meeting.  


There were no objections or comments to the Proposed revisions regarding road construction 
standards. 


MOTION: 


Michael Poirier made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board accept the Road Construction 
Standards as written and presented this evening.    Alison Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion 
passed unanimously.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Acceptance of Subdivision Roads: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, asked why we have to accept the roads the way we do.  Most of the problems we 
have with roads are for subdivisions that have been accepted as "Substantially complete".  Why can't we 
wait until the road is complete to our satisfaction.  Realize that we are holding a bond, etc. but it still 
becomes an issue to get the roads complete.  There are missing bounds and all sorts of other issues.  


Alison Vallieres stated that the only real hold we have on getting things done completely on subdivision 
roads are the fact that we have not accepted them yet as Town Roads.  It would make sense if we made sure 
everything is done to the Town's satisfaction before accepting the subdivision road as a Town Road.  Once 
the Town owns the road,  it becomes the Town's responsibility to make sure things are done according to 
the plan. 


The Board noted that if developers built "at risk", then the Town would not be accepting the subdivision 
road until such time as everything is complete.  When the contractor posts a bond, this is supposed to assure 
the Town that things will be completed according to the plan, etc.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that If the Town does not accept the subdivision road, the contractor has 
full responsibility for the road.  Even Bob Gondin thinks it is rather silly the way Dunbarton does it.  The 
contractor should be responsible for the road up until it is totally done.   The Town does not accept the road 
until it is totally done.  Once the road is accepted, it is hard to get them to go back to do anything.  


Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that Dunbarton does this perfectly.  


There was much discussion, pros and cons, with regard to the process for accepting subdivision roads.  


There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
