The regular monthly WORKSHOP MEETING of the Dunbarton Planning Board was held at the above time, date and place with Chairman Ken Swayze presiding.  The following members were present:

Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, verified with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in three places throughout the Town,  and also put on the Dunbarton Web Site.  
At this point in the meeting, Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that Terry Swain would be Acting Chairman for all Workshop Meetings from this point on.  
PROPOSED WORKFORCE HOUSING: 

Matt Monahan presented Version 6: November 1, 2010 of the proposed Workforce Housing Ordinance for 
the Board to review and make comments.  


Matt stated that he had recently spoken with Ben Frost regarding reviewing Dunbarton's proposed 
Workforce Housing Ordinance.  Ben Frost is in the process of doing the review but has not yet completed 
it.   He noted the Town Attorney should also look this Ordinance over prior to the Board accepting it as 
final.  


The Board reviewed the proposed ordinance with Matt Monahan as follows: 


Page 2:  Item C.  Add the following at the end of the last sentence.  "the provisions of this Article."


Item E.  Add the following at the end of the second sentence to read as follows:   "Multi-family (5 


or more units), manufactured housing, a mix of housing types................


Page 5:  Item C.  Add the following at the end of the last sentence  "applicant".  


Page 7:  Table I was revised to reflect what the Planning Board had decided at their last meeting with 
regard to density requirements.  Up to 6 (six)  acres will apply the Underlying Zoning Density.  Over  6 
(six) acres will apply one unit per every two (2) acres.   Unit means a single unit of housing, rental or own-
occupied, for occupation by a single household.  


It was noted that there was a  20 unit maximum for any lot.  


Page 7:  Added the following re Frontage Relief  Provisions:


"When appropriate to contribute to the affordability of a proposal, the Planning Board shall have 
the authority and discretion to determine and adjust proposed road frontage requirements for 
interior lots to be created within a cluster-type workforce housing development proposal on a case-
by-case basis.  This provision is not to be confused with, nor does it apply to any frontage 

requirements that may be required elsewhere pertaining to subject parcels before development of a 
workforce housing project: i.e. lot frontage requirements for lots before subdivision and/or 
development. " 


It was noted that any waivers must be specific as to what is being waived.  It must be spelled out in 
the Ordinance.  


The Planning Board also stated that there are particular Fire Codes in rural areas such as 
Dunbarton  relating to distance between buildings, must be at least 35 feet.   This came up during the 
Golf Course development. 

Page 8:  Buffers and Setbacks, Original Subject Parcel:    The Board stated that they would like to have 
Matt Monahan redo this particular paragraph with regard to setbacks, etc.   Would like to see 50 feet 
between buildings.

Matt Monahan will work on the revisions on the Workforce Housing Ordinance and report back to the 
Planning Board at their next Workshop Meeting to be held on Wednesday, December 1, 2010.  

CTAP  GRANT FOR $10,000:

The Planning Board reviewed the CTAP Grant Paperwork and noted that we needed to be moving on this 
because the funds need to be accepted soon or they will be allocated to another town.  It was stated that the 
Board will continue with the Workshop Meetings and also continue to work on the Zoning Ordinance with 
Matt Monahan.  


It was recommended that the CTAP Grant Request be forwarded to the Board of Selectmen for their 
signature. 


MOTION:  


Ken Swayze made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board  forward the CTAP Grant to the 
Board of Selectmen for signature.  Michael Poirier seconded the motion.  The motion passed 
unanimously.  
OTHER BUSINESS: 


George Holt reported that they Conservation Commission, etc. and he have completed the first draft of the 
Wetlands Conservation District re-write.  
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
