He 

noted that James Marcou was talking about the "process" that the Town takes and his frustration, 

etc.  He as an abutter had to be the "bad guy" and he had to point out the process.  This was the 


frustration. I can see why Alison would have struggled with this. 


Les Hammond stated he was from the "old school".  The minutes were the minutes.  You don't put 


everything down.  You can't get everything down.  Something gets left out, etc.  All of the discussion

 
does not need to be in the minutes.  Only the actions/motions taken by the Board need to be in the 


minutes.

Les Hammond, Selectman, reported there was nothing to report at this time from the Selectmen's 


Office.  

PUBLIC HEARING
7:00 p.m. -  Planning Board  Public Hearing  regarding proposed revisions to the Town of Dunbarton Sub-division Regulations regarding road construction standards. 


(A) Graphic detail(s)


(B) Slopes/grades


(C) Ditch-line placement


(D) and related requirements

Ken Swayze, Chairman, opened the Public Hearing and noted that there had been an updated "Typical Roadway Section" for the road construction standards.  (attached)  

In addition, Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning, presented the Subdivision Regulations with all the sections highlighted which should be changed accordingly which make references to the road width, etc. 
There was considerable discussion amongst the Board members as to proposed changes. 

Les Hammond noted that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent had mentioned changing the asphalt to 1 1/2"  plus 2 1/2" for a total of 4" of asphalt on all roads.  He would like the Planning Board to consider this change at this time. 

John Trottier stated that 4" is becoming the "industry standard". 

Alison Vallieres stated that Jeff Crosby had mentioned this at the last meeting.  Jeff had pointed out this would be in the best interest of the Town.  She stated she would be in favor of the 4".  Would like to see this change done at this time. 

Discussion re the proposed 60 foot right of way: 
Several members of the Board expressed concerns re the 60 foot right of way versus the present 50 foot right of way.  They were concerned about Dunbarton's rural character and how the 60 foot right of way would affect this. 

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, pointed out that the Town needs the 60 feet in order to take care of ditch lines, etc.  Presently, there are some which are not within the Town right of way i.e. Jay Drive, etc.  This causes maintenance issues with landowners. This was pointed out at the last meeting.  

Public Comments: 
John Trottier stated that the section with regard to guardrails needs to be revised, etc.
The sub-committee of James Marcou, Jeff Crosby, and Don Mayo, Town Engineer,  will work out details of the proposed changes for road construction and bring them to the September Meeting of the Planning Board for review.  A Public Hearing will be scheduled for the Revised Road Standards for the regular meeting scheduled for Wednesday, October 20, 2010.   

There being no further comments, the Public Hearing was closed at 8:10 p.m.

 OTHER BUSINESS: 

Informal Discussion re Road Issues with Richard Joos, Double Diamond, Road Contractor for the Chan Subdivision located on Gile Hill Road in Dunbarton, NH

Richard Joos, Double Diamond, Henniker, NH appeared before the Board with a written statement regarding his frustration with the Chan Road Project on Gile Hill Road.  (attached)

The Planning Board agreed that Don Mayo, Town Engineer, has the final say on the road construction and that the road must be build according to the plan which was approved by the Planning Board.  The Planning Board has no authority to change things at this meeting since it is on unscheduled informal discussion.  

At this point in the discussion, Mr. Joos left the Planning Board Meeting.  

Les Hammond stated he had two concerns about the road being constructed as follows: 


1.  Almost up to the Chan's, there is a spring in the road which is wet now.  If it is wet now, it 
surely will cause some problems later on.  The contractor has got to do something about 


that.  


2.  There are trees hanging over the road which should be cut back.  Even though this is a 


Scenic Road, the landowner can cut them.  Contacted to landowner who owns the land and 


he has agreed it was alright to do anything that is needed, etc.  

Don Mayo, Town Engineer, asked that members of the Planning Board take a ride and look at the road construction.  

There was discussion as to possibly taking a different approach to the situation.  

John Trottier stated that you need to look at the Chan road and make him do it according to the approved plan.  You can't be changing things after the fact.  

Don Mayo, Town Engineer, will contact Mr. Chan regarding the road construction.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Jerelyn Rose Subdivision, Grapevine Road:

Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning, stated that the Jerelyn Rose Trust Subdivision on Grapevine Road  called about the four year time frame.  That being said, the new six (6) year time frame would apply to this subdivision.  The new date for action for the Jerelyn Rose Trust Subdivision would be April 18, 2013.  They also are aware that they need to update their Wetland Permits, etc.  

Sciere/Cote Subdivision, Grapevine Road: 
The Planning Board noted that they had previously agreed to leave the Sciere/Cote Subdivision the way it was because it was stable at this point.  

Stinson Hills, Mansion Road:

Barbara McCann, Planning and Zoning, reported that there was $25,000 remaining in a letter of credit for Stinson Hills Subdivision.   The bank no longer wants to continue this letter of credit. In addition, there is a bond of $10,000, and a $1,000 Escrow Account for Engineering.  Carlton Roberts was in recently and in the future they want to ask for a decrease in the money, etc.  
It was noted there is still outstanding items on Williams Court, and the final coat of asphalt has not been put down as yet.  In addition, bounds need to be set to the rear of the property along with bounds for the hiking trail.  Building Department has received several calls regarding bounds, etc.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that he did not feel the ditch lines were deep enough and might need to be fixed.  Don Mayo to contact Bob Grondin.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
