The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

7:00 p.m. – TOWN ADMINISTRATOR/DEPARTMENT HEADS/COMMITTEES: 


Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator: 


Janice VandeBogart brought up the following items for discussion with the Selectmen: 

1. Handed out 2007 Important Dates Schedule  for Towns with Traditional Town Meetings in March.

2. Presented appointment paperwork for Selectmen to sign to appoint Jacques Belanger to the Recreation Commission with a term ending in 2008. 

Selectmen signed paperwork. 

3. Presented a communication from the Bow Pioneers Snowmobile Club requesting permission to cross Town land for trails.  (contact person:  Paul Zahensky, 8 Longview Drive, Bow, NH)

Selectmen agreed to allow the crossing of Town land.  (Has been in effect for a period of years with no problems) 

4. Presented a letter of resignation from Dean Jore from the Recreation Commission. 

MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the resignation from Dean Jore from the Recreation Commission with regret and thank him for his services.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

5. Presented an amendment from the Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission for the Site Plan Review Regulations.  The amendment moves the final date  to December 2006.  

Selectmen signed amendment moving the final date to December 2006.  

6. Noted the first meeting for the updating of the CIP will be held on Tuesday, October 10, 2006 at 6:30 p.m. at the Police Department Offices. 

7. Presented information that Daniel Lyman brought in to the Office for the Selectmen’s review regarding the Planning Board decision for the upgrading of Guinea Road. 

8. Hazard Mitigation Plan from last October must be updated on a yearly basis.  

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, will coordinate with Jon Wiggin, Emergency Management Department, to set up a meeting with the appropriate committee members i.e.  Jeff Nelson, Police Chief; Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, Chairman; Jeff Crosby, Road Agent; Ken Swayze, Building and Planning  Department; Mert Mann, Selectman; and  Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator.   She will advertise the meeting in the newspaper ten days prior to the meeting, etc. 

9. Updates on Appointments: 

Noted that the Concord Regional Solid Waste Committee consisting of Patrick “Woody Bowne and Les Hammond, Selectman, is up for reappointment.  

Both have indicated they are willing to continue on the Committee.  Based on this information, the following motion was made:

Mert Mann made a motion that Patrick “Woody” Bowne and Les Hammond appointments be continued on the Concord Regional Solid Waste Committee.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

10. Presented material regarding a Forest Law Workshop for Municipal Officials. 

Selectmen suggested both Fred Mullen and members of the Town Forest Committee attend the Workshop.  In addition, Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, stated she would like to attend the first part of the Workshop but not the field trip. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 


GAT Estimate:

Les Hammond, Selectmen, reported that he had attended a meeting for the Solid Waste Committee on October 19, 2006.  They were working on the figure for the GAT.  After discussion, etc., it was decided to estimate the GAT for the upcoming year to be 1,075 Tons which is actually 20 Tons more than the actual for the previous year.  Les Hammond will complete the form and submit.  He stated he has discussed this with Bill Herman, Jean Cooper, etc. and this is the best estimate.  

Estimates for Town Hall Roof for CIP

Les Hammond has spoken with Frank Iberger, FBI, regarding obtaining estimates for the Town Hall Roof.  Iberger will give the Town three separate prices as follows: 

1. Slate Roof – (Noted that slates are $7.00 each) 

2. Metal Roof that looks like slate

3. Asbestos shingles

Town Common Committee: 

Mert Mann, Chairman, reported that the Town Common Committee will be coming in to the Selectmen’s Meeting in the near future regarding the proposed location of the gazebo.  They are still finalizing what they are proposing.
