5.    Reported that the Emergency Management Committee will not be meeting until sometime in January.  Called Rene Ouellet to inform him of this.  The School Board is still scheduled to meet with the Selectmen on December 14, 2006.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Town Hall: 

1. Les Hammond stated that he had contacted J. R. Swindlehurst regarding estimate for putting heat in the old Town Hall.  J. R. stated that he cannot install gas but will provide a name of someone who can. 

2. Rene Forcier noted there should be Fire Alarms for fire protection installed in the Old Town Hall upstairs also.  

Hearse House:

It was reported that the Cemetery Trustees had decided, after review of the RSA’s and maps of the cemeteries, not to put the Hearse House in the Dunbarton Center Cemetery but locate it at the Pages Corner Cemetery.
