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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 28,  2006

TOWN OFFICES – 7:00 P.M. 

The regularly scheduled  meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen was held at the above time, date and place with Mert Mann, Chairman,  presiding.   It was noted that the meeting was called to order at 7:01 p.m.     The following were present:

The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

JACQUES BELANGER AND DANIEL LYMAN RE ROAD IMPROVEMENTS ON GUINEA ROAD:

Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, and Daniel Lyman appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss road improvements to Guinea Road.  Jacques Belanger stated that  in 1995 this land had been subdivided into seven lots with the condition that Guinea Road be upgraded.  The requirements were for a road 24 feet wide with three foot shoulders, less pavement.   Both Les Hammond and Mert Mann were at the Selectmen’s Meeting when this was discussed.   Jacques Belanger, Survyor, presented a letter he had written on January 14, 1998 regarding this request. (attached)  Also submitted minutes of the Selectmen’s Meeting when it had been discussed.  (attached)

Daniel Lyman would like to start the road improvements in the near future and would like to do a 24 foot wide road of gravel without the three foot shoulders.   He has to get a Wetlands Permit prior to starting the road improvements.    

Les Hammond noted there were no stone walls but that Guinea Road is a Scenic Road.  Mr. Lyman owns both sides of the road therefore has the right to improve the road.  

The Selectmen agreed to allow Daniel Lyman to do the road improvements as stated above.   Selectmen stated that there needs to be a Turn Around at the end of the road for the snow plow/school bus, etc.  

In addition, Mr. Lyman would be interested in purchasing the small area left from the realignment of Robert Rogers Road from the Town.  The Selectmen noted there are utility lines and poles on the Town parcel.  This would have to be worked out with the power company .  

OTHER BUSINESS:  

Old Home Day: 

Mert Mann, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, stated he would like to publicly thank all the people who helped make Old Home Day a success.  Especially Kim Vallancourt and Jeff Nelson who worked very hard.  He stated that the Historical Society made their largest profit ever with the Ham and Bean Supper. 

Mert Mann, Chairman, stated that the tables that are at the Community Center will be staying at the Community Center in the future.  The tables that will be used on the Common Area should be rented in the future.  

Jacques Belanger re Recreation Committee Appointment: 

Jacques Belanger appeared before the Board of Selectmen and stated he would be willing to serve on the Recreation Committee. He has previously served on the Recreation Committee.   He understood the Committee needed members.    The Selectmen noted that they had appointed David Barkie as a member recently but were in need of additional  new members.  

MOTION: 

Mert Mann made a motion that Jacques Belanger be appointed to the Recreation Committee.  Rene Forcier seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

GAP

Les Hammond noted the Town had received a letter from the Compact regarding setting the GAP.  The Selectmen will be speaking with Bill Herman regarding process, etc.  

CIP

Selectmen reviewed the CIP plan and what items were included for 2007 as follows: 

1. $8,000 lease for cruiser

2. $43,000 for a new cruiser

3. $300,000 for Public Safety Building Addition

4. $35,000 for a Skid Steer for the Transfer Station

5. $20,000 for Stone Repairs, etc. from the Cemetery Committee

6. $67,000 Grant for Town Common Improvements/sidewalks (defeated at the Town Meeting)

7. $35,000 Transfer Station Pickup

8. $15,000 Preserving Town Documents

Selectmen noted that Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission (Stephanie Alexander) had agreed to update the CIP plan at a cost of $3,000.  Contract will be written, etc.  

Selectmen noted the following possible additions to the CIP plan: 

1. New roof for the Town Hall

2. Painting of the Town Hall

3. Elevator and bathrooms for the Town Hall

It was noted that there were probably old plans for the second phase of the Library Improvements which would include the proposed elevator plans.  

Will ask Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, to get them out. 

Les Hammond will contact FBI regarding estimates for Town Hall Roof to be included within the CIP. 

Selectmen noted that they would like to consider any large road improvement projects within the plan.  Will check with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent. 

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
