Merrimack Valley River Flood Control Commission:  

Mert Mann, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, reported that he had attended the Merrimack Valley River Flood Control Commission Meeting as one of the Commissioners that was held at the State House recently.  All three Commissioners were in attendance:  Mike Delaney, Legal Counsel, George Blatsos, Peter Roth and Mert Mann.  The Governor joined the meeting at one point for a short period and then the Commission went into non-public session to discuss legal business.  Governor Lynch is the only Governor who got a response from the State of Massachusetts regarding payment.

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, reported on the following items: 

1. Trustee of Trust Funds contacted the Town regarding Trust Funds remaining for the construction of the Town Salt Shed.  Basically, the Town needs to close out the account.  

Selectmen signed paperwork to close out the Salt Shed account.  

2. Town has received correspondence from Merrimack County stating what the Town of Dunbarton will owe in December of 2006.  

Last Year - $630,658

This Year - $645,494

Payment is due by December 18, 2006. 

3. Stinson Hills release of $77,750 of the bond which is in place.  Leaves $222,250 remaining.  

Selectmen signed release of $77,750.  

4. Pat Murphy has requested to be able to use the parking lot at the Town Offices for the weekend of September 9 and 10 for her Arts and Crafts Open House.   She realizes that the following weekend will be Old Home Day so parking will be at a premium.

Selectmen agreed to the use for the weekend of September 9 and 10, 2006.

5. Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station, has requested annual leave for Saturday, September 23, 2006.   Janice reported that he has sufficient leave on the books, and he has provided for adequate coverage at the Transfer Station.  

Selectmen signed request for leave.  

6. There will be a Ceremony for the Dunbarton Police Department’s CALEA Recognition Award on Monday, September 11, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. at the Police Department.  In addition, Senator Ted Gatsas will be presenting the Police Department with a Senate Proclamation and Marshal Monier will be presenting the certificate.  Selectmen were asked if they would be able to attend.
