The Selectmen reviewed correspondence and signed checks prior to the Public Meeting was called to order.

The Selectmen reviewed and signed minutes of the previous meeting prior to the Public Meeting was called to order. 

GENERAL BUSINESS: 


Town Hall Roof Bid:  


Les Hammond, Chairman, opened the one bid received for the Town Hall Roof as follows:

Bid:  $34,600 with $11,533 up front. 


Selectmen agreed to discuss payment schedule with high bidder. 


MOTION: 

Rene Forcier made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the amount at this time but need to have a meeting with the high bidder to work out details of the payment schedule.  Mert Mann seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Janice VandeBogart, Town Administrator, presented the following items for Selectmen’s review: 

1. Surplus Property Authorization for Department Heads to purchase needs to be signed by all three Selectmen. 

All three Selectmen signed authorization. 

2. Received Notice from Community Action Program expecting payment of $1,816 for coming year.   Only budgeted $1,616 because that was the figure from the previous year.  Payment ended up being $200 more.  Selectmen authorized payment of the $1,816 for Community Action Program. 

Transfer Station:  

Patrick “Woody” Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, notified the Selectmen of the following: 

1. Fans have been installed and are working well.  

2. Scale is in and has been put to use already. 

3. Skid Steer has been delivered.   Had some minor fuel problems but have been taken care of.  Machine is running great and working out well. 

4. Are going to ship a load of recyclables with Corcoran Environmental.  Always in search of vendors who can give us more money for our materials.  

Jacqueline Drive: 

Mert Mann reported on the Jacqueline Drive “Hamlet” Development as follows:  

After legal discussion with our Attorney regarding Jacqueline Drive, it was established that we (Selectmen) (does not include Les Hammond) do not approve of establishing or cutting out for a school bus turn around for the Bow School  bus.   It was discussed with our Attorney.  Even though it has not been officially approved by the Bow Zoning Board, the item is on the Bow Planning Board agenda for June 14, 2007.  The proposal has been changed from twelve units to ten units.  A representative for the Town (Attorney) will be attending the meeting on behalf of the Town of Dunbarton.  

Desk:

The sole remaining Selectmen’s Old oak roll top desk has been turned over to the Historical Society.

Mert Mann made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn at  7:45 p.m.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
