Bid Process:  




Bid Process Requirements:

$10,000 or above would be required to be sent out for competitive bids with

advertisements. 

$3,000 - $10,000 will require three written quotes

$1,000 - $3,000 will require three verbal quotes.

Under $1,000 does not require any bidding.  



Awards:

Each Committee will make awards for outgoing members at their regular meetings.  



Upcoming Projects: 

1. Lighting at Town Offices

2. Air conditioning at Library

Right to Know Law: 

Residents are entitled to receive twenty (20) free copies per year.  If another person’s name is given for the copies, there must be a letter in writing from that individual that the person has their approval to utilize their copies, etc. 

Stark Stone Bridge:  

Need to find out who owns the bridge.  Should put a road limit on it right now.  Will check with Jeff Crosby to see what he would recommend for a road limit.  Will continue to try to find out who owns the bridge.  

The Selectmen considered putting a load limit of just a car, (3 ton limit).  

Les Hammond will check with the Highway Safety Committee regarding a load limit.  



FEMA Monies:  

Ron Wanner asked how the Town would be handling the accounting for the expenditure of FEMA monies.   It should be noted that they should not be intermixed with Town Monies.  

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will check with Town Auditors to determine the best way to handle FEMA monies.  



Cemetery $10,000 Warrant Article:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will put the Cemetery Warrant Article in the budget as a separate line and not within the Cemetery Budget. 



Fairpoint Outstanding Invoices – Special Duty Account: 

Alison Vallieres stated that she would recommend that the Town should be copying Public Utilities Commission with a letter to Fairpoint stating that their account was 90 days overdue, etc.  Hopefully, this would help with the collection of monies.
