8:10pm- Kristen Caisse from the LGC to discuss the Well dollar grant program.
Kristen Caisse noted for the public she was here to discuss the Health Awareness Program which is offered to any groups participating with the Local Government Center. 

This is offered to all staff involved with the Town including part time or volunteers and retirees. We would like to recommend passing out surveys to all employees asking them what they would like see happen to get them to “get healthy”. 

I.e. one might recommend and apply for incentive money to;

Conduct a “get healthy lunch program” or “get healthy walking program”. Request equipment such as pedometers, other equipment; t-shirts;  Another popular program is “Biggest Looser” where I can return at a later date and set up starting data such as body fat percentage and weights.
Get committee members to participate in “self reporting” forms etc., again this wellness program is offered to part time, full time, committee members, and volunteers.

DEPARTMENTS:

8:40pm Line Comeau Town Administrator presented the following items for discussion and/or action:
1. We are in the final draft of the Hazard Mitigation Plan 2010. Tasks of updating this document consist of signing the Charter for the Hazard Mitigation Committee. The Charter covers Objectives of the Program, Goals, establishment of the Committee, Organization and meetings, responsibilities, and record keeping. This document will become an addendum of the final document. 

Ron Wanner- noted he would like to read the plan before we sign and will return it when he has done so.

We have received notice of reimbursement from FEMA for the March 2010 storm. The amount of the 


reimbursement for this work order is $7,129.06 and will be sent separately from the other work orders.

Would like the Board review and sign (2) annual leave slips for Patrick Bowne.  The first is a personal day 


Saturday July 10th followed by a 40 hour annual leave beginning July 13th through July 17th.

4. We continue to finalize the Town Septic design; one requirement from Des, for approval requires the Town to put in writing the source of water. Jacques has drafted up a letter for the Board to sign.  
5. Have asked a Board member to stop in early next week to approve payroll and account payable because I will be on vacation, Ron has volunteered to do this.

6. The Building inspector has asked me to discuss some code enforcement issues they have had to deal with this week.

The first one is property owner Michel Belanger (I3-03-06). Kyle states he stopped by the property 

after seeing illegal construction. He had a conversation with Michel Belanger and felt he had a 


gentleman’s agreement that he would stop construction. When he passed the next day the 



construction was continuing so Kyle served a STOP ORDER. Michel only responded by tearing 


away the sticker and continued to build.
Chuck Graybill- commented that he thought we were already pursuing legal advice in this matter 


and if not that we should do so.

This week we have had at least 5 complaints regarding 50 Grapevine Road (G4-02-01). The 


Building Department with the assistance of the Police department has served an ORDER of 


violations to RSA 147:13 and RSA 147:17. They also have gotten other State department involved 

because of the health conditions.

Les Hammond-
Stated he was at the Planning Board meeting last night and was told Jim Marcou had complained that a delivery truck had taken down his mail box. The Sowles did agree to fix it immediately. I spoke to Jeff and he said he would follow up today the Sowles and remind them not to use Holms Road for any construction deliveries.

I have also be speaking to Asplundh Tree Services and will be meeting with the Tree arborist to determine what tree should come down in the Town common area.
