Tiffany Dodd, Library Trustee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen regarding the following:

Library Trustee:
Community Contacts 2010 Booklet

1.  Presented the Board of Selectmen with a booklet entitled "Community Contacts 2010" A Directory of Dunbarton Area Nonprofit Groups and Organizations which was compiled by the Dunbarton Public Library on May 2010. 

Selectmen agreed that this was a great source of information.   

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, suggested putting it on the Dunbarton Web Page.  Tiffany Dodd will 
check into doing this. 

Security System: 

2.  Stated that the present security system vendor contract expires on July 31, 2010 so need to get in contact with the All Star Security Company which both the Transfer Station and Police Department currently have.  The cost is less per year than the present system.  


Tiffany Dodd will be in contact with Line Comeau, Town Administrator.

Library Summer Reading Program:
3.  Have started the Summer Reading Program for children.  Had over 50 children attend.  Had a juggler, magician, lemonade and story time, etc.  Lots of interest. 

Joint Loss:
4.  During a walk through the Library by the Joint Loss Committee, it was determined that several emergency lights were not working.  They have been replaced by Kyle Parker, Building Department.

Tiffany Dodd noted that we presently are in the Planning Phase.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, noted that it was very important to be aware of the RSA relating to funds for Libraries, etc.  Stated that a recent Town and City Bulletin had a very complete article regarding this RSA.  
Roads:
Tiffany Dodd relayed her appreciation to Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, and stated he was doing a fabulous job on repairing the roads.  Wanted to thank him.  
PATRICK BOWNE:
New Home Construction:  
Patrick Bowne stated he was appearing before the Board of Selectmen as a resident.  He stated he was requesting their permission to live in their existing home while building a new home on their lot.  The Building Department has no objection to this situation.  (attached letter)  He stated they will be starting soon.  

The Selectmen all agreed and reached a consensus that they had no problem with the Bowne's living in their existing home while their new home was being built.  
JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE: 

John Stevens, Energy Committee Chairman, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the Energy Grants as follows: 

Energy Grants:
1.  Stated that Line Comeau and he had gone over the forms.  Everything is now signed.  There are forms that need more information, etc.  Packets are pretty much complete now. 

2.  Requirement is that we provide minutes that state who has been assigned authority to sign, etc.  This was never done in a formal motion at the Selectmen's Meeting.   Need a Certificate of Authority of those people authorized to act on behalf of the Town to include with the packet.  

After discussion, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen appoint John Stevens, Chairman of the Energy Committee and Line Comeau, Town Administrator, both as  Sub-recipient and  Project Contact/Project Manager for the Energy Grants.  Les Hammond seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission:  
John Stevens asked Selectmen their thoughts on checking into the possibility of utilizing any grant monies re energy, etc.  

Selectmen had no objection to getting Dunbarton on the mailing list but did not want any commitment made.  
LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 

Road Agent: 

1.  Stated she wanted to also comment that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, was doing a great job.  Twist Hill Road is looking great. 

Deputy Town Clerk: 
2.  Stated she received a letter from John Turner, Dunbarton resident, complimenting Darlene Leone, Deputy Town Clerk, on giving excellent service while he was doing his vehicle registration.  (attached)  Letter will be put in Darlene's personnel file. 

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 

Twist Hill Twin Culverts:  
1.  Received estimate for materials for the box culvert from Mitchie Corporation for $48,000 for the materials.  This does not include excavating, paving, etc.  Would estimate that the total price including installation would run between $80,000 - $100,000 for the whole project. 


Was noted that Environmental Services was requiring these box culverts because they have no bottom.  Felt 
that this culvert was more of a public danger than the one by Linda Peters house.
2.  Noted that the culvert by Linda Peters' house was a similar size.  

3.  Would suggest at least doing a temporary fix at this time.  The header is not adequate.  They gave us money in the past from FEMA but it went directly into the General Fund.  Could do a temporary repair for between $5,000 - $6,000.  Could possibly apply for some State funds under Hazardous Mitigation, etc.  Asked the Selectmen what they wanted to do.  

The Selectmen agreed that we should at least do the temporary fix at a cost of between $5,000 - $6,000.  
Stark Bridge:
1.  Noted that could do a temporary fix of the Stark Bridge with U shaped panels, to span the Bridge at a cost of $20,000 - $25,000.  Needs to be signed off by an Engineer for structural load, etc.  Would remain a one or one and a half lane bridge.  This would be a simple fix.  We need to decide.  People who live at the north end of Town use the bridge.  
Twist Hill Road:  
1.  Need to decide what we want to do with Twist Hill Road should eventually be rebuilt.  The visibility is bad, we will continue to maintain it and have some level of safety.  

2.  Noted that under drainage is most important for roads.  In the process of doing under drainage repairs on Twist Hill Road to try to correct the problems.  

Selectmen agreed that they would be willing to put together a Warrant Article putting aside $30,000 a year to do the two culvert repairs.  Once the Town had sufficient funds to replacement culverts, could go ahead with the culvert replacements. 
Town Offices Septic Approval: 
1.  It was reported that the Town has received the final Septic Approval from DES for the Town Offices.  Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, will start this immediately because of the present dry weather, etc.  Will start this next week.  

Les Hammond will speak with Trustees of the Church regarding the septic system.  

Closing Off of Roads during Construction:  

1.  Stated that he had ordered signs stating that a road would be closed with dates from 7:30 a.m.  etc. so commuters and people who live on the road would be able to seek an alternate route.  The Road Agent will be doing extensive repairs on Morse Road in the near future so wanted to make sure the public was aware.  
Selectmen approved of this solution.   Also suggested putting it on the Town Website.  

LINE COMEAU, TOWN ADMINISTRATOR: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported on the following issues: 

1.  Have been working with the auditors.

2.  Balancing through February 2010 on Town Checking Account.

OTHER BUSINESS: 
Single Stream:

Ron Wanner, Selectman, reported that the Single Stream Meeting scheduled in June was cancelled.  Noted that last week's COOP vote empowered the COOP to continue with the 25,000 Tons and if they have the commitments of the communities that do not participate in the COOP, they could also count.  Once they have all that paperwork, they will still be coming back for another vote.  Getting closer to happening, could have between 30,000 - 31,000 tons.  

Clough State Park: 
Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated that he had been brainstorming and wanted to know if the townspeople would consider the possibility of leasing Clough State Park in conjunction with the Town of Weare.  This would provide employment for youths, etc. and might be a source of revenue.  The State is considering either selling or leasing it.  

Various comments were made regarding the maintenance of the bathhouses, etc. after flooding and who would responsible to the repairs, etc.  It was noted that the beach was now very rocky and the sand had gone.  What about the flooding?  

Charles Graybill will contact the Town of Weare for further discussion.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:  
MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen at 8:35 p.m.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
