7:00 p.m. - TIFFANY DODD, LIBRARY TRUSTEE UPDATE/TOWN HALL RENOVATION: 

Tiffany Dodd, Library Trustee, and Margaret Watkins appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the following items with regard to the Library and an update on the Town Hall Renovations: 
1.  Library Items: 


- Presented a schedule of events for the month of June 2010 which starts off with a "Kick Off Event on 
Friday, June 18 with a Reading Kickoff.  If 1200 books are read throughout the summer, a lucky reader will 
get to dump a bucket of water on Mrs. D's head.  


- Asked about the date for Old Home Day.  It was noted that a date had not yet been set but will be 
forthcoming in the near future.  


- Suggested that Old Home Day include a Dunking Booth with Town Officials participating.  There were 
no volunteers at this time!


- Library Security system is very old and should be replaced.  Have spoken with Patrick Bowne, Transfer 
Station, and he was successful in obtaining a new system for the Transfer Station at a yearly cost of 
$168.00/year not including installation.  The installation would be around $500.  The name of the new 
company is All Star.  All Star does the Police Department and the Transfer Station now for security.  

-  In addition, the Fire Detection system needs to be tested.  Do not know how long it has 
been since it was 
tested. 

At this point in the discussion, Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated that the system has to be tested by a certified 
company.  Bevan’s W. R. Fire Alarm Systems, Boscawen, NH would be the one who should be testing 
the fire detection system.  In the past, Bevan’s used to do the School and the Library once a year, but 
the law has changed to requiring the School 
be tested twice a year.  

- Asked whether the Library or the Town was responsible for the cost of putting in a new 
security system. 


Charles Graybill, Selectman, noted that he felt it was up to the Town to cover the cost of 
installing a new security system.  The Library would pay for the yearly cost of $168.00/year.   


The Selectmen advised Tiffany Dodd to obtain quotes from All Star Security Company for a new 
security system and bring it to the Selectmen for action.  

2.  Town Hall Renovation Project: 
Tiffany Dodd introduced Margaret Watkins who she stated had been a great help to them in seeking out grants, etc.  Tiffany presented a flyer which stated the Mission Statement along with What has been accomplished to date and what the Next Step would be.  Noted the next step would be as follows: 


"Dunbarton Selectmen formally appoint a Dunbarton Town Hall Renovation Committee charged with the following: 


1.  Complete paperwork to list the Town Hall on the NH Register of Historic Places with 
the NH Division 
of Historical Resources (NHDHR). 


2.  Complete an application for the 2010 grant round for the NH Land Community Heritage 
Investment Program (LCHIP) for the planning phase of this project. Purpose:  to retain 
architectural/engineering services including code review and accessibility compliance.  Due:  8/20/10


3. Establish a "Friends of the Dunbarton Town Hall" for fund raising and public awareness of this 
historical restoration project." 


Selectmen’s Comments: 


Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that in the past the Selectmen have always supported the Library and 
have attended most of the recent meetings.  We have seen a lot of people talk about this in other venues.  
Funding is the key issue.  We are going to have to have a new Safety Building sometime in the future.  We 
need to set some priorities or find different sources of funding.  The goal for the Safety Building is 2015.  

Ron Wanner, Selectman, asked what effect the Fire and Safety Building would have on any proposed
changes to the Town Hall.  Could the Town Hall be used for something else, etc.? It was noted that the 
Town Offices could be moved to the present Police/Fire Building if there was a new Fire and Safety 
Building, noted that the Town cannot commit to funds for an upcoming year.  All funds need to be 
approved at Town Meeting prior to expenditures.  


Tiffany Dodd stated they have discussed various fund raisers i.e. barbecues, selling bricks with people's 
names on them, etc.  If we got a significant gift for this project and it did not happen, the donor could take 
their money back.  

Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he was impressed by the amount of work that they have done on this 
project, noted that Item #1 can be accomplished.  With regard to #2, he has the same feeling as Ron 
Wanner.  The State's fiscal situation is very bad.  The 
State has at least a huge deficit and that will 
mean 
less State monies given to the towns in the next year at least. LCHIP monies will be decreasing 
dramatically.   The Town cannot commit to monies for the next year.  Look at this as a long term project of 
four, five or six years.  The amount of money which will be needed will be in the range of $50,000 - 
$60,000.   Stated he did not have a problem appointing a committee but it is not going to be an easy task.  
Would suggest that Tiffany Dodd get a list of people 
together for the Committee and present it to the 
Selectmen for appointment.


Margaret Watkins asked if they could continue to pursue the LCHIP grant money.  There would be no 
match other than in-kind services which would be a "soft match".  We 
realize that we cannot commit 
Town funds.     


Selectmen agreed that they should continue to pursue the LCHIP grant monies.  The Selectmen 
suggested that Tiffany Dodd bring in a list of proposed Committee 
members for the next regular 
meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen, to be held on Thursday, June 17, 2010.  

JON WIGGIN, FIRE CHIEF: 


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the 




following items: 


1.  Building Permit for the Generator Housing: 



- Previously, were going to put an addition on the side of the building to house the generator.  


Because we cannot meet the code for setbacks, we are not going to build the addition.  We will 


put the generator on a cement pad and leave it outside with the appropriate 8' - 10' setback away 


from the building.  We have to put a block heater in the generator whether we have it housed or 


outside.



-  Will be able to utilize FEMA monies from last year plus whatever will be available from this 


year for wiring installation, etc.  Have a contractor lined up who does a lot of municipalities 


around the State at a minimal cost.  

2.  Ambulance Purchase: 



- In the process of selecting an ambulance.  Have quotes as follows: 



a.  2008 Ambulance at a cost of $128,000.  Will have no chains.  



b.  2009 Ambulance which would not be adequate for our needs at a cost of 




$129,999.  



c. Could order Ambulance at a low bid price of between $121,000 and $122,000 



which would meet all our specifications.  Draw back would be that it would take 



160 days but we would get what we need. Will include automatic chains.  Are 




getting $9,500 trade-in for our ambulance.  This will give us much more 




flexibility and we will get what we want at the cheapest price.  We don't need to 




put any money down until it is delivered.  



Once we get the ambulance, can go ahead and order the defibrillator.  The 




Town appropriated $150,000 of which $100,000 is already in the ambulance fund.  



There will be sufficient monies left to purchase the defibrillator.  


3.  Auto-defibrillators:



- Noted that previously Selectmen agreed with the purchase of having Auto-




defibrillators in both the Library and the Town Offices.  Noted that can purchase 



these through the State contract at a bid cost of around $700 each for a total of 




$1,400.  FEMA monies could be used for this. 

FRED MULLEN, PERAMBULATION:  


Fred Mullen reported on the perambulations as follows: 


1.  May 20, 2010 he met with Hooksett regarding the line between Hooksett and Dunbarton.  


2.  June 3, 2010, he met with Dunbarton/Goffstown regarding the line between Goffstown and Dunbarton.  
 
The monument on Tibbett’s Hill Road got knocked off; I made a suggestion that Dunbarton being the 
smaller town, that we leave the monument in the Dunbarton Town Hall basement. The monument is now 
being stored in the basement 3 feet to the right of the stairs.  I have it clearly marked "Tibbett’s Hill 
Monument, DO NOT TOUCH OR REMOVE".   Goffstown is trying to come up with a budget to replace 
monuments.  


3.  Route 13 Monument is missing.  About 8 years ago when DOT widened the road, they removed it and 
they never replaced it.  It is going to be a budget cost between towns to 
hire a Registered Surveyor to 
relocate this one.  I suggested moving it west to protect it.  Because Goffstown's corner pins hinge on that 
corner monument, they want to leave it where it’s supposed to be.  

4.  Line Comeau wrote a letter to the Town of Hopkinton last year to see if we could do something about 
the perambulation of bounds between Dunbarton/Hopkinton.  The last time it was done was 1995.  


5.  Bow/Dunbarton Town Line was done by John Swindlehurst in 2005 while doing it with Bow it was 
noted one monument was not found.  These records were never submitted to the State, the last 
perambulation on record is 1991.  


6.  Dave Pierce will be coming to our Town with paperwork and pictures of the Town bound between 
Weare/Dunbarton and Hopkinton.


At this point, Les Hammond stated that he had been contacted regarding an old trailer with wooden spokes 
which is near the bound of Dunbarton/Bow on Town Land.  The trailer has been removed and brought to 
his house.  This was on former Ace LeClerc's property.

7.  Dunbarton/Hopkinton/Weare Town Line 1988 through a survey process.  I know where the monument 
is at the corner of Hopkinton/Weare and Dunbarton.  Town Monument is located on Old Hopkinton Road.  
Another one located on New Road in Hopkinton which you would get to by going into the Transfer Station, 
etc.  A landowner painted them red.  Another Dunbarton/Hopkinton monument is located in the middle of 
the swamp off Jewett Road.  Beavers have made this a pond, the monument used to be in the middle of a 
pile of rocks. 


8.  Found two trees with "Witness marks" painted red.  The Jewett Road 1988 monument 
is missing.  It was 
located where a nail was driven into a stone at the corner of Bow/Hopkinton/Dunbarton.  Found that 
monument which was about 20 feet away from a Juniper bush.  Best way to get there is through Voydatch 
property.  It is on the right of the AC powerline.  


9.  Bound on Clinton Street between Dunbarton/Bow shows Dunbarton on one side and Bow is written 
sideways, etc. so it looks like a 3.  

JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY GRANTS: 


John Stevens and Steve Dodd, Energy Committee, appeared before the Selectmen to discuss the Energy 
Grants as follows: 


1.  Asked if the Selectmen had read the entire package re the Energy Grants.  Selectmen noted they had 
read it. 


2.  Selectmen's comments as follows: 



a. Ron Wanner stated this was the typical Government grant Process of 40 pages 


or more which includes the Davis-Bacon Act and other requirements.  The Town 


must follow through and make sure we are in compliance with all grant 



requirements.  Need to make sure our vendors are also aware of all the 



compliance requirements.  One of the requirements is "Buy American".  Need to 


make sure we don't find out they don't comply "after the fact".  


b. Need to make sure that Contractors are aware that payment will not be made 


until the funds are received etc., could be up to eight weeks. 


3.  John Stevens noted that he did not sign up for 1/2 payment because the projects are all small.  They 
have the right to inspect each project.  We tell them the start date.  We will be getting paid for each 
project and not one big check at the end.  


Charles Graybill, Selectman, noted the following comments with regard to the grant info: 



a. Page 3, 14:1:1 regarding all contractors being in compliance with liability 




insurance requirements.  They are requiring $500,000/$2,000,000 aggregate. 




Need to make sure all contractors are aware of this requirement.  



b. Page 10, Section G 1:  A requirement that completed monthly reports for each 



project are due TRC once a month.  This would be during the time the project is 




noted to start and the time it is noted or reported as complete. 


c. Page 15, Section I:  States that the sub-recipient needs a DUNN’s federal number.


John Stevens noted we were six weeks later from where he thought we would be.  


Asked that the Selectmen sign this within the coming week.  The School will be putting together a RFP for 
the Solar Panels.  George Holt has started this process.  


Noted that there is a three year record retention requirement.  

DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported on the following issues: 

1.  Commerford and Perkins have started the Statistical Review Work for the Reval and have picked up 
sales.  I have let the Police know what is going on and given a list of properties which, the Company will 
be looking at.  They will probably be in the field for two or three weeks.  


2.  Vacation Leave request for Line Comeau, Town Administrator, for the week of June 21 - 25, 2010.  
Have spoken with the auditors and they will have their report completed by the end of June.  


Selectmen signed leave request.  


3.  Because of summer hours for the Selectmen's Meetings, the next regularly scheduled Selectmen's 
Meeting will be held on Thursday, June 17, 2010.  


4.  Meeting at the School on Wednesday, June 16, 2010 regarding scheduling of the Community 
Center, I have notified Jacques Belanger, Recreation Committee.  


5.  Have received a complaint from Bruce Leduc regarding parking on Winslow Road on the sharp turn by 
people using flood control area, etc.  


It was noted that we need to open the gate on Old 77 end.  Jeff Crosby will call the Park Ranger to try to 
get the gate opened.   Mansion Road is still a Class V Road to Stark Pond.  

OTHER BUSINESS: 


Charles Graybill, Selectman, stated he had a recent conversation with the auditors regarding a fee of $22.00 
for a "bounced check".  Asked Line to contact Pam Milioto, Treasurer, to discuss this potential problem 
with the 
Selectmen.  Presently, there are two separate General accounts and we move money in and out to 
cover expenses.  The auditors are suggesting that these two accounts be combined to avoid this problem.  

In addition, the $25,000 Special Account set up when we signed up for "Direct Deposit" should be set up in 
a separate account.  Should transfer all the monies into the General Account and leave the $25,000 in a 

separate account.  Pam Milioto, Treasurer has stated "No" she would not do that because as the Town 
Treasurer, it is her responsibility to handle the funds for the best interest purposes.  It is her financial duty 
to earn as much interest/revenue for the Town as possible.


It was noted that the Town received $153.00 for the balance in March and $79.35 for the balance in April 
in the management account, where the checking account only received $5.89 interest and $6.78 interest.  

PATRICK BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, appeared before the Board with the following issues for 
discussion: 


Commercial Hauler - Bag Check: 

1.  Noted that during a routine bag check, two bags were discovered from another Town which, were in the 
Commercial Hauler's truck to be deposited at Dunbarton. 


a. Commercial Hauler stated that this was not intentional; they just got left over from a previous 


Town, etc.  


Selectmen recommended that have the hauler come in and talk with them because this is the second 
time this has occurred.  In the past, we sent a Certified Letter but it was never picked up.  Selectmen 
suggested that he be notified that if this happens again, he will be denied access to the Transfer 
Station.  

Donation - Large Trailer:

1.  Marcou Construction has offered to donate a 53 foot storage trailer to the Transfer Station.  Could 
eliminate one of the other trailers at the Transfer Station if we used this.  We would have to move it.  Have 
called to get a price on how much it will be to move.  


It was noted that the Selectmen have the authority to accept gifts on behalf of the Town.  


The Selectmen agreed with accepting the donated trailer on the condition that the smaller trailer at 
the Transfer Station is disposed of.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:  
MOTION: 

Ron Wanner made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen adjourn the meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen at 9:05 p.m.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
