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DUNBARTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN

MINUTES OF MEETING

THURSDAY, MARCH 1,  2012

The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held their regularly scheduled  meeting at the above  time, date and place with Les Hammond,  Chairman,  presiding.

Les Hammond, Chairman, opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m. with a full Board and the Town Administrator, Line Comeau and Recording Secretary Alison Vallieres present. 
Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes  February 16, 2012:
Ron Wanner made a motion to approve the minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday, February 16, 2012 as written.  Charles Graybill seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

DEPARTMENTS: 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following issues for discussion/action: 

1.  Transfer Station Vehicle: 
Reported that Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, was not ready yet to present information regarding the use of the Transfer Station truck.  He was still working on figures.  

At this point, the Board of Selectmen noted that they were only interested in the daily use of the truck and what it was used for.  They did not need figures on the maintenance, etc.  

It was noted that Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, picks up the trash at the school four or five days a week with the Transfer Station vehicle.  Prior to this, the school rented two dumpsters from a commercial company such as Bestway, etc. at a cost of $5,500/year for trash.  It was noted that this cost is paid by the Town budget and not the School Budget.  

LINDA PETERS, TOWN CLERK: 

Upcoming Town Meeting and Election: 
1.  Noted that she was prepared for the upcoming Town Meeting and Election.  Three absentee ballots have been received.  One outstanding.  
2.  Ballot Clerks and Counters have been  lined up.

Setup of Town Meeting and Election Booths: 
1.  Linda Peters, Town Clerk, asked Selectmen if arrangements had been made yet regarding who was going to be setting up the voting booths and area in preparation for Town Meeting.  In the past, Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, has been responsible for this.  It was noted that Monday is his day off and therefore, it is considered overtime if it goes over 40 hours, etc.   She stated that he does the best job of setting up.  It is important that the voting booths also be put away according to directions in order that they not be damaged.  
It was indicated  there had been a previous discussion with regard to not using overtime for the setup for the Elections.  If this is the case, there will have to be other arrangements made by the Board of Selectmen prior to Election.  

The end result of the discussion was that because no  decision has been made to date, should continue as in the past with Patrick Bowne responsible for the setup, etc.   There is not enough time to find someone else to do the setup, etc.  

The Board of Selectmen will review the overtime situation when Patrick Bowne comes to the Board of Selectmen's meeting with suggestions, etc. as to how we can handle the setup of future Elections  without creating overtime.   

2.  Linda Peters, Town Clerk, suggested having Fred Mullen also come to the next Selectmen's Meeting to discuss the setup of the upcoming Town Meeting and Election.  

3.  In the process of recruiting for a new Deputy Town Clerk.  Darlene Leone has agreed to be Linda's Assistant.  The Deputy Town Clerk must be a resident of Dunbarton. 

OTHER BUSINESS: 

Tax Collector's Office: 
Les Hammond, Chairman, stated that Ted Vallieres has built storage shelves in an area in the lower Town Hall basement for storage of old files, etc.  He has also made this a locked secure area.  

1.  Noted that old Town Reports that are presently in the Tax Collector's closet can be stored on the shelves  at the Town Hall thus making more space available for the Tax Collector for records that are necessary relating to the Tax Collector.   Could make the closet behind Martha's Office fire proof by putting up fire resistant sheet rock. 

2.  Noted that the upper Town Hall closet has considerable materials that should be gone through and stored in the locked area of the basement, etc.  


a.  Line Comeau, Alison Vallieres and Barbara McCann should be going through these materials and 
sorting them for final disposition and disposal. 


b.  It was noted that the boxes should be gone through prior to delivering them to the storage area in 
the cellar.  This would prevent having to carry them back from the cellar, etc.  

c.  Noted there is a pallet of books "Where Settlers Feet have Trod" which are owned by the 
Town/Historic Awareness Committee in the upper Town Hall closet.    


There was a discussion about the possible distribution of these books to School Children in the 4th 
grade, etc.  


It was noted that the Garden Club was doing a promotional along with their Daffodil program to 
provide one of these books at a cost of $10.00 each.  

MS-6:
Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported the CPA discovered that the State had never sent the Flood Control monies which were due Dunbarton in the amount of $19,071 for the year 2011.    The MS-6 states that we received these monies.  

According to RSA 122:4, towns must receive these monies from the State within 30 days from the setting of the Tax Rate.  The Tax Rate was set back in October  2011 and we are long past the 30 day period. The Town of Hopkinton is bringing suit against the State for payment.   According to the RSA and DRA, the State is responsible for 2 1/2% over 40 years.  The 40 years has passed.  
It was noted that this reduces the surplus by $19,000+.  

The Town will include $38,000 within the budget for 2012 as revenue, which is revenue of $19,000 for the years 2011 and 2012.  
Mapping Company:
Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported that Barbara McCann has completed working with the mapping company in getting Town mapping information on the Web Site.  It is accessed  through a link with the Dunbarton Web Site.  

At this point, Line Comeau pointed out  that the floor plan of the buildings was not included in the options because of possible privacy issues, etc.    

Selectmen  stated that they wanted the floor plan on the information available to the public in order to cut down on the public having to come to the Town Office for this information. Also  because this is public information and should be available to the public.

Map Cabinet: 

Barbara McCann is in the process of clearing out the back room in the Building Department to be able to get rid of the large map file and make room for other materials, etc. as needed.  We are getting rid of mortgage paperwork because it is unneeded.  

Need to make room for subdivision files, etc.  State is in the process of having Towns print their own septic designs, etc. as a cost savings measure for the State but will be a cost to the Town.  

Town Hall Restoration/Historical Society/Dunbarton Congregational Church Extravaganza:

Ted and Alison Vallieres reported  the Town Hall Theatre Restoration in conjunction with the Dunbarton Historical Society and the Dunbarton Congregational Church is planning a Dunbarton Extravaganza scheduled for Saturday, April 21, 2012.

It will be a Silent Auction and Live Auction sponsored by the Town Hall Restoration Committee, Dinner served by the Historical Society and a Musical Concert and slide show  put on by the Dunbarton Congregational Church.  All proceeds will go to the appropriate group doing each  event. This is a Fund Raiser for the Town Hall Restoration Committee to raise monies for the Matching Grant for the Architects, etc.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
